MISCELLANEOUS ITEMS 

 

FAA 

Fortunately, everything has been quiet from the FAA as far as general aviation is concerned. I have 

not been made aware of anything from the FAA as far as changes or proposed changes that would 

negatively impact us in the general aviation community. I hope this continues for a while.  

Because of all the well thought out comments received, apparently the FAA is now planning on 

presenting their proposal on the MOSAIC issue at the 2025 EAA AirVenture Fly-In.  

 

AIRSPACE 

Because of the increased parachute drop activity, always check for NOTAMS for this activity along 

your proposed flight route and monitor enroute facility frequencies for parachute activity. 

I’m not aware of any serious airspace changes that are happening or are being proposed, but APA 

will certainly will be watching for anything coming down the pike. 

 

SAFETY 

In this past reporting period, aviation safety has 

been a bit better because the number of accidents/

incidents has been down, but unfortunately, we did 

have one fatality that occurred in one of the acci-

dents. At least in all the other occurrences nobody 

got hurt. We can only hope things will improve as 

we go forward. 

For the details of the accidents/incidents in this 

past March - April reporting period see my Acci-
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dent/Incident Summary Report located elsewhere in 

this newsletter, and please fly safely. 

Members, please continue to send accident infor-

mation to jtimm@azpilots.org with the date, loca-

tion, aircraft make, if anyone was injured, and with as 

much detail as possible. Thank you. 

It was also very fortunate that in this past reporting 

period the FAA didn’t report any Near Mid-Air Colli-

sions (NMAC). 

The number of pilot deviations was still up this last 

reporting period. These deviations were committed 

by pilots with pilot certificates ranging from Student Pilot through ATP, and apparently there were 

some out of state pilots that also committed some of these deviations. Some of the deviations were 

serious enough to warrant the issuance of a Brasher notice to the pilot. In many of the cases the pi-

lot was evidently unaware of what type of airspace they were flying in or were about to enter, and 

what was being expected of them. Pilots must listen very carefully to ATC instructions, and follow 

them, and if they can’t comply, immediately tell the controller why they can’t comply. When flying in 

controlled airspace, pilots need to be aware that they should never be creative, but must first advise 

ATC before they do anything that may differ from the instructions given. When on the ground, pay 

attention to airport signs, and runway markings, and know what they mean, and comply with them.  

In summary, the general aviation deviations this reporting period are as follows: 

4 IFR Deviations 2 Brashers 

2 Class Bravo Airspace Deviations No Brashers 

6 Class Delta Airspace Deviations 1 Brasher 

2 ATC Instructions 1 Brasher 

11 Runway Incursions 4 Brashers

1 Wrong Surface landing No Brashers 

3 Surface Incidents No Brashers

CONSTRUCTION 

There are airports around the state that have con-

struction projects in progress or have projects that 

will be starting soon. Unfortunately, we don’t have 

the specific details on all these projects, but we 

would urge you to always check for NOTAMS at 

your destination airport so you don’t have an unex-

pected surprise when you arrive. 

APA is working with airports around the state assist-

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ing with the updating of their Airport Master Plans 

by providing the pilot, and aircraft owner’s perspec-

tive in the process. The Airport Master Plan Update 

process usually requires about a year for comple-

tion. 

 

THINGS TO DO - PLACES TO FLY FOR BREAK-

FAST: 

The fly-in breakfast at Coolidge Municipal Airport 

(P08) is on the first Saturday of the month but ended in April. They will restart in the fall. 

On the second Saturday of the month, consider flying down to Ryan Field (RYN) near Tucson for 

breakfast or lunch at Ritchie’s Restaurant. They are open daily from 6 am to 2 pm to serve you. 

The Falcon Field Warbirds Squadron normally has had a fly-in breakfast on the third weekend of the 

month, but because of the storm damage at FFZ, and other complications the breakfasts have been 

temporarily halted, and it is presently undetermined when they will be able to restart them. We will 

advise when we have new information. 

Grapevine is open full time, and the third Saturday weekend camping and cookouts have ceased for 

summer. Grapevine, which lies within a National Forest, is heavily used by the Forest Service for 

fighting wildfires, and the Military for Special Training. 

On the last Saturday of the month a fly-in breakfast is continuing to be put on by the Casa Grande 

Masonic Lodge in the air-conditioned Terminal of the Casa Grande Airport. 

When you fly to any of these venues, be sure to look for the Fly Arizona Passport Placard at the res-

taurant, and at the airport terminal. Scan the placard with your smart phone to get credit on the 

passport program for being there. 

 

Check with the APA Getaway Flights program, FlyAZ Passprt 

App, and our online calendar for fun weekend places to fly!

Falcon Field Airport (FFZ) is a medium sized primarily general and business aviation airport. It is 

located approximately 14 miles east of Phoenix Sky Harbor. This location makes it convenient for 

general aviation and corporate traffic trying to avoid the congestion at the larger airport. As with 

most airports with parallel runways with staggered thresholds, Falcon Field is susceptible to wrong 

runway landings. In addition to parallel runways, 

there is also a parallel taxiway that has been con-

fused as a runway. A narrow corridor of airspace 

exists above the Falcon Class Delta airspace, and 

below the Class Bravo airspace for Sky Harbor, 

providing a way for VFR aircraft to transition 

through the area without the need to contact ATC. 

This corridor can be very busy, so pilots are re-

minded to maintain increased situational awareness 

while arriving or departing Falcon Field.

As an experienced Instrument Flight Instructor 

(CFII) in Arizona, I sometimes hear private pilots 

talk about how you don’t need an instrument rating 

to fly in Arizona because of our good VFR flying 

weather better than 90% of the time.  While this is 

true, there are many other good reasons to get an 

Instrument rating other than just the ability to fly 

when the weather prohibits VFR flight.  This article 

describes the reasons I believe adding an Instru-

ment rating to your pilot certificate is beneficial.  

These are strictly my opinions based solely on my experience and observations.     

As an Instrument rated pilot, you will be a better pilot because you will improve your: 

¶ Knowledge: You will know so much more about the many subjects which all pilots must know to 

fly safely including, but not limited to: 

¹ Regulations and Airspace 

¹ Weather, including how to use all sources of weather products and resources to identify and 

assess hazardous weather situations, e.g., icing and thunderstorms 

¹ Avionics, Navigation and Flight Planning 

¹ Air Traffic Control (ATC) and Communication Procedures  

¹ Crew Resource Management (CRM) and Single-Pilot Resource Management (SRM) includ-

ing situational and positional awareness 

¹ Basic and Advanced Attitude Instrument Flying 

including Recovery from Unusual Attitudes solely 

by reference to instruments 

¹ Instrument Departure, Enroute, Arrival and Ap-

proach procedures (applies only to instrument 

rated pilots) 

¹ Emergency Procedures including loss of com-

munication, loss of primary flight instrument indi-

cators, other avionics/autopilot malfunctions 

Why Get an Instrument Rating in Arizona 
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¶ Risk Management: You will be a safer pilot, able 

to better understand, identify, evaluate, and 

manage risk, including how to apply Aeronautical 

Decision-Making (ADM) best practices to identify 

hazards and manage/mitigate risk to the maxi-

mum extent possible.  You will also be better 

able to manage distractions and use checklists 

appropriately to demonstrate proper Single-Pilot 

Resource Management (SRM).  You will be able 

to make more informed and better Go/No-Go de-

cisions.   

¶ Flying Skills and Precision: You will master flying your airplane more precisely which translates 

directly to safety.  This means you can hold altitudes, headings and airspeeds to tighter toleranc-

es and fly with more confidence, especially when communicating with ATC.  You will be able to 

navigate more precisely and update and interpret weather in flight.  You will master flying your 

airplane solely by reference to instruments.   

¶ Single-Pilot Resource Management (SRM) It is worth emphasizing that SRM essentially means 

using all resources onboard the airplane as well as other resources not onboard such as ATC, 

Flight Service and Center Weather Advisory services. When you earn your instrument rating, you 

will be using the full capability of your avionics, your airplane systems, your knowledge and im-

proved risk management skills. You will also benefit from the availability (to pilots flying IFR) of 

the entire support structure on the ground to provide maximum support to you before, during and 

post flight.  This will undoubtably make you a safer pilot with more options as to where and when 

you can go fly. 

¶ Complex and High-Performance Airplanes: By adding an instrument rating to your pilot certificate 

you will improve your ability to move up and fly more complex and higher performance airplanes 

at reasonable insurance rates.   

¶ Money: Last but certainly not least is the savings you will realize from your insurance company 

by adding an instrument rating to your pilot certificate.  Normally you can plan on about a 20% 

discount to your insurance, just by adding the instrument rating to your certificate. The actual 

savings are dependent upon the specific airplane and pilot’s other ratings and experience as well 

as which insurance company you use.  Keep in mind that this is not just a one-time savings, ra-

ther you will enjoy these savings year after year going forward. The Aircraft Owner’s and Pilot’s 

Association (AOPA) Air Safety Institute recommends that instrument rated pilots complete an In-

strument Proficiency Check (IPC) every 6 

months.  Completion of the IPC also satisfies the 

requirement for a Flight Review per FAR 61.56.  

I also highly recommend participating in a pilot 

proficiency program, specifically the FAA’s 

WINGS program. Most insurance companies 

also offer discounts to pilots participating in a 

pilot proficiency program such as WINGS.  A 

typical discount is 10% (in addition to the dis-

count for having an instrument rating).   Usually 

the insurance company will query you on a year-

ly basis to ensure you are still currently partici-

pating in a pilot proficiency program to earn this 

discount.   

I can also recommend a very good and related arti-

cle in the May 2024 edition of the AOPA Pilot mag-

azine by Kollin Stagnito regarding issues related to 

the cost of airplane insurance.  He states: “Training 

and recent flight experience is the best way to en-

sure the lowest rates”.   

In conclusion earning your instrument rating will make you a safer and more competent pilot.  It will 

also save the owner pilot a substantial amount of money on their insurance.

Some pilots I know are really good at writing things down as they fly, 

getting instructions from ATC, or getting the ATIS or AWOS. Some are 

not so good. 

I got into the habit of taking notes long ago in my early aviation training. 

There was so much to learn and to remember, and in some cases, read 

back to ATC. I was just overwhelmed. Of course, I had to invent my own form of shorthand for note 

taking. I think we all develop our own shorthand as we go. It seemed to me that all ATC instructions 

that I was expected to read back, came at rapid fire speeds. It was difficult to copy all of that, and 

then read it back to the controller. We get better with time and practice.  

I was flying with a student returning to Ryan Airport, near Tucson. We listened to the ATIS broadcast. 

I wrote down my notes but noticed that the student had not written anything. I asked the student: 

“Did you get the ATIS information at RYN?” the student replied, “Yes, information Charlie is current.” 

Naturally, the information had changed since we departed from Ryan over an hour ago. I asked the 

student, what runway are we going to land on? Student: “I don’t know.” I said, “OK, what are the 

winds at the airport?” Student: “I didn’t get that.” I said, “OK. What is the tower frequency?” Student: 

125.8.” My reply, “Nope, not correct.”  

Now the student looked at me in disbelief. “It was that when we departed there.” I had to explain to 

the student that things change, and ATIS is the latest information that we should use when contact-

ing the tower in-bound to land. I said: “So far all you have is Information Charlie, and if you tell the 

tower that you have information Charlie they are 

going to believe that you know the wind direction 

and speed, altimeter setting, runway in use, and 

other important information that you should know to 

make a safe landing at that airport. Since the winds 

have changed, they are using another frequency for 

arrivals from our direction, and 125.8 for arrivals 

from the South. The frequency we need to use is 

120.35. That is why I write all of that information 

down on my notepad.” 

ATIS or AWOS are only one of the things I write 

down. If you want to get an Instrument rating added 

Let’s Write it Down 
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to your Pilot Certificate, there will be many more 

items to write down. Instrument clearances can be 

lengthy, and you DO have to read back the clear-

ance correctly before you take off. While flying, you 

will get many frequency changes to different ATC 

controllers, possible squawk code changes, amend-

ments to your planned route, and all of these should 

be read back to the controller, so they know you got 

the information correctly. Reading back is important 

because pilots get numbers transposed or wrong 

codes for the transponder all the time. I even hear 

airline pilots reading back incorrect frequencies at 

times. The controller will catch the mistake and cor-

rect it quickly. Having the old number written down is a good idea in case the new frequency is out of 

reach. You can go back to the old number and let the controller know that you were unable to con-

tact anyone on the new frequency. That is better than flying along looking up frequencies that you 

might be able to use in that area. It is even more important if you are IFR.  

At the end of a long cross-country flight, I might have more than one page full of notes and frequen-

cies, all written in my own shorthand. It might not make sense to anyone but me, but it helps me 

when I need it most.  

It may be hard to take notes while you are flying. Some pilots do have very good memories and can 

remember the ATIS word for word. I’m not one of them. I do need to make notes while flying. Invent 

your own form of shorthand. I never took shorthand in school but have looked at shorthand notes 

from secretaries many times, and wondered how they made sense of that, but they do, and they do 

a very good job of recording dictation by shorthand.  

Aviation is full of helpful charts and abbreviations. Instrument flying may require even more. In order 

to aid the copy of an instrument clearance, we use C-R-A-F-T : Cleared to_____, Route______(this 

might be long), Altitude ______, Frequency ____ (for departure control), and Transponder ____ 

(code). That is the shortest version of an instrument clearance. There could be other details added 

to each step. In order to learn how to copy clearances while working on my instrument rating, sat in 

a plane with the Ground Control frequency on, and listened to and copied every instrument depar-

ture from Allegheny County Airport I could hear (be careful not to run down the battery on the plane, 

or use a hand held receiver for this idea). 

To learn more, come to a Safety Seminar sponsored 

by your ARIZONA PILOTS ASSOCIATION, and 

FAASTeam at a location near you. These are free. 

Check the website for location near you, and “Don’t 

forget to bring your wingman!”

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April Aviation Accident & Incident Summary 
by Jim Timm 

 
 

The following are the reports of aviation accidents and incidents that have occurred in Arizona from 

mid-March through mid-April. We hope to use the following detailed accident information to develop 

safety programs, briefings, and posters/flyers that would help pilots learn from the mistakes being 

made by others and be able to take the necessary action to prevent them from having similar occur-

rences. 

While the number of accidents/Incidents may have been down in this past reporting period, aviation 

safety has not been the best because of the fatality that was incurred in one of the accidents. At 

least in all the other occurrences nobody got hurt. I can only hope things will improve as we go for-

ward. 

In continuing with the expanded scope of the report, we’re using information from the Aviation Safety 

Network (ASN), FAA, NTSB, and APA Members. This more inclusive information source suits our 

purpose of trying to get an idea of what is happening out there so we can help make flying safer. 

In the meantime, here are the results from the above sources. 

Date: March 14, 2024  

Source: FAA Incident  

Location: Mesa Falcon Field (FFZ)  

Type: Cessna 172

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March-April Pilot Deviations

These pilot deviations need to be examined to determine if a common thread exists that we should 

address to help reduce the number of deviations that continue to occur, and thus enhance aviation 

safety. 

In the reporting period from March 15, 2024 thru April 11, 2024 there were thirty-one pilot deviations 

reported by the FAA SDL FSDO office. These deviations were committed by pilots with certificates 

ranging from Student Pilot thru ATP, and there were fourteen out of state pilots that committed these 

deviations. Of the thirty-one deviations reported, there was a need to issue ten Brashers. 

Note: A controller will issue a Brasher notification to a pilot when further FAA action will be taken, 

and the controller is thus giving the airman the opportunity to make note of the occurrence, collect 

information, and their thoughts for their future interaction with FAA Flight Standards. 

Pilots need to listen carefully to ATC instructions and follow them, and if you can’t comply, tell ATC 

why you can’t. Also, when flying in controlled airspace, pilots should never be creative, but talk to 

ATC before they do something that differs from the instructions given. Pilots must always be aware 

of what type of airspace they are flying in, or may be about to enter, and know what may be ex-

pected of them. Always fly with care and forethought.
