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President’s Report

As Jim Timm notes in his Executive Director’s report, summer is upon us
with temperatures already in the triple digits. Although the warm weather
doesn’t bring flying to a halt, it does shift our perspective in terms of when
and where we fly with very early morning departures being the norm. It
should also bring the issues associated with high temperatures and den-
sity altitudes to the forefront of our thinking when we are doing our sum-
mer flight planning.

With this in mind, | recently took the opportunity to do a refresher review
of the “Performance” section of my airplanes POH. The Carbon Cub is
certainly no slouch when it comes to climb and field performance. Howev-
er, | know we can become complacent and assume the airplane will con-
sistently deliver that performance in all conditions. Doing some sample
takeoff and landing performance calculations at high ambient temperatures and density altitudes
yields some surprising decreases in climb performance and significant increases in takeoff and land-
ing distances. Probably not an issue in the flatlands but it certainly could be in the Arizona high
country. If you haven’t taken the time to review your airplanes POH, its performance and operating
practices at high density altitudes, it's well worth the time invested.

Although the summer heat can tend to reduce flying activity, Mike McCann will be organizing some
Day Trip breakfast flights to Seligman, Show Low and San Carlos — watch our FB page for updates
on these events. And of course, Air Venture is right around the corner. I'll be making the annual pil-
grimage to Oshkosh, and | know that many APA members will be attending as well. Please be sure
to allow some time in your schedule to stop by the
Recreational Aviation Foundation booth and intro-
duce yourself as an APA member. I’'m personally
very proud of the partnership we have with the RAF
to maintain our backcountry resources and support
General Aviation as a whole. | look forward to see-
ing you there!

It's an amazing airplane,
and | hope they will be able to find a U.S. buyer, and not wind up having a Chinese company buy
it. It'll be interesting to see how it'll finally end up.

| was wondering how many of us have an airplane with a mechanical compass that is filled with
compass fluid and has a nearby Compass Card that is up to date. Does the card ever have to be
updated? Well according to the FAA’s AC 43.13-1B, it says compass calibration should be accom-
plished anytime the accuracy is suspected to be off by more than 10 degrees, and after any cockpit
modification involving ferrous metal, and whenever the compass has been subjected to shock,
such as a hard landing or severe turbulence. Also, if the aircraft has passed through a severe elec-
trical storm, or after a lightning strike. (This may have caused ferrous components in the structure
to become magnetized.)

Regulation FAR 91.205 specifies the various instruments required for flight under VFR, starting
with these three: 1 Airspeed Indicator 2 Altimeter 3 Magnetic direction indicator Most people would
interpret “magnetic direction indictor” to mean a compass, but does it? In 1993, Amendment 43 to
Part 23 addressed the issue, and described the magnetic direction indictor as a “wet” compass as
we know it. In 2012, the wording changed back to “a magnetic direction indicator,” language that
remains to this day. Also beginning in 2012, there was an industry push to accept that electronic
instruments could deliver levels of accuracy and reliability that mechanical instruments simply
could not. In 2015, the FAA released a policy state-
ment (PS-ACE-23-08) acknowledging the superiority
of electronically driven indicators, and it's suspected
that it won’t be long before the old wet compass, and
all of its issues will be a thing of the past. Many new
airplanes are now showing up with only electronic
magnetic direction indicators, and no wet com-

pass. So enjoy that new Glass panel!

MISCELLANEOUS ITEMS




FAA

We’ve been fortunate in that the FAA hasn’t made
; any major changes to the regulations or airspace
/ we use or hasn’t made proposals for changes. |
hope we can continue with the status quo.

Here is hoping that they will be able to stick with
their plan to release their MOSIAC plan at the 2025
EAA AirVenture at Oshkosh. That plan will certainly
have a significant impact on the older portion of the
aviation community, and to a lesser degree the en-
tire flying community.

AIRSPACE

Because of the increasing parachute drop activity (men & equipment), always be sure to check for
NOTAMS for this activity along your proposed flight route, and also monitor en-route facility frequen-
cies for parachute activity.

I’m not aware of any serious airspace changes that are happening or are being proposed, but APA
will certainly will be watching for anything that may be coming up.

SAFETY

Summer is here, and it won’t be long before we will have the monsoon season with it’s sudden after-
noon dust storms. With the hot summer weather please be wary of any dust devils that may pop up.
Since 1982 the NTSB has investigated about 170 accidents that involved encounters with dust dev-
ils. These small rapidly rotating columns of air are usually made visible by the dust and debris they
pick up from the ground. While usually harmless, they can be a serious risk to small aircraft, espe-
cially when operating at lower altitudes. Pilots are encouraged to maintain a higher altitude whenev-
er possible to avoid their adverse risks.

In this past reporting period aviation safety has been very bad because of the number of accidents/
incidents that have occurred, and unfortunately we did have one fatality that was incurred in one of
the accidents. At least in all of the other occurrences nobody got hurt. We certainly hope things will
improve as we go forward.

For the details of these accidents/incidents in this
past April - May reporting period see my Accident/
Incident Summary Report located elsewhere in this
newsletter, and please fly safely.

Members, please continue to send accident infor-
mation to jtimm@azpilots.org with the date, loca-
tion, aircraft make, if anyone got hurt, and with as
much detail as possible. Thank you.

It was also very fortunate that in this past reporting
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period the FAA didn’t report any Near Mid Air Colli-
. sions (NMAC).

The number of pilot deviations improved a bit this
last reporting period. These deviations were com-
% mitted by pilots with pilot certificates ranging from
% Student Pilot through ATP, and also a military pilot.
Apparently, there were also some out of state pilots
. that committed some of these deviations. Some of
the deviations were serious enough to warrant the
issuance of a Brasher notice to the pilot. In many of
the cases it was apparent the pilot was unaware of
what type of airspace they were flying in or were about to enter, and what was being expected of
them. Pilots must listen very carefully to ATC instructions, and follow them, and if they can’t comply,
immediately tell the controller why they can’t comply. When flying in controlled airspace, pilots need
to be aware that they should never be creative, but must first advise ATC before they do anything

that may differ from the instructions given. When on the ground, pay attention to airport signs, and
runway markings, and know what they mean, and comply with them.

In summary, the general aviation deviations this reporting period are as follows:

8 IFR Deviations 3 Brashers
5 Class Delta Airspace Deviations No Brashers
1 Class Charlie Airspace Deviation  No Brasher

7 Runway Incursions 2 Brashers
1 Air Traffic Instruction 1 Brasher
1 Restricted Air Space 1 Brasher

CONSTRUCTION

Airports around the state have numerous construction projects in progress, or have projects that will
be starting soon. Unfortunately, we don’t have the specific details on all these projects, and we
would urge you to always check for NOTAMS at

your destination airport so you won’t have an unex-

pected surprise when you arrive.

APA is working with airports around the state as-
sisting with the updating of their Airport Master
Plans by providing the pilot, and aircraft owner’s
perspective in the process. This past month we met
with the group from Sierra Vista participating in
their Master Plan update process. The Airport Mas-
ter Plan Update process usually requires about a
year for completion.




THINGS TO DO - PLACES TO FLY FOR BREAKFAST:

The fly-in breakfast at Coolidge Municipal Airport (P08)
was on the first Saturday of the month, but ended in April.
They will restart in the fall.

On the second Saturday of the month, consider flying
down to Ryan Field (RYN) near Tucson for breakfast or
lunch at Ritchie’s Restaurant. They are open daily from 6
am to 2 pm to serve you.

The Falcon Field Warbirds Squadron normally had a fly-in
breakfast on the third weekend of the month, but because
of the storm damage, and other complications the break-
fasts had been halted. Presently it's undetermined when they will restart in the fall. We will advise
when we have new information.

Grapevine is open full time, but the weekend camping, and cookouts have been discontinued for the
summer. Grapevine, which lies within a National Forest, is heavily used by the Forest Service
for fighting wildfires, and the Military for Special Training.

On the last Saturday of the month a fly-in breakfast is continuing to be put on by the Casa Grande
Masonic Lodge in the air-conditioned Terminal of the Casa Grande Airport.

When you fly to any of these venues, be sure to look for the Fly Arizona Passport Placard at the res-
taurant, and at the airport terminal. Scan the placard with your smart phone to get credit on the
passport program for being there.

Check with the APA Getaway Flights program and
online calendar for fun weekend places to fly.

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Parachute Jumping in Arizona

There is little doubt that Parachute Jumping in Southern Arizona is a
popular sport. Parachute Jumping is also called “Skydiving.” Skydive Ar-
izona located at Eloy, AZ is probably the most busy jumping operator in
the state, if not the whole U S. If you have ever seen a TV commercial
with skydiving as a part of the commercial, it was probably filmed at
Eloy.

To find out just how popular the sport is, just open your Phoenix Sectional chart, and look for that lit-
tle Parachute symbol next to the airports. That symbol indicates that Parachute activity takes place
near this airport. That symbol does not indicate how much jumping activity goes on there, just that it
does go on there. More information may be found in the Facilities Directory for that airport, or not.

Many of my friends, and | quote this: “There is no good reason to jump out of a perfectly good air-
plane.” In other words, this is not a sport that interests us. However, | do have many friends that real-
ly like jumping out of airplanes. Skydivers keep a log book, just as pilots do, and some of my friends
have jumps in the thousands, while others are only interested in the sport for a short time. Just like
any other sport, | will respect their choice of that sport. It just does not appeal to me.

In Southern Arizona, not all of the “Jumping” is done as a sport. A lot of it is actual military training,
and you will find that at airports like Pinal, (MZJ) or Marana (AVQ) frequently. These military are
training in the event that they would be required to land behind enemy lines during a conflict. We
hope they are never called on to do that, but there is no substitute for being prepared. Either military
or sport jumping will require preparation, just like we do in aviation when we do a pre flight and flight
plan. It may seem to us on the ground, or flying in that area, that a bunch of people just jumped out
of an airplane and are gliding to earth under those canopies. Unless you are into the sport, and have
made a jump, or jumps, you probably do not know
about the preparations that those jumpers go
through.

If you have attended any major air shows in Arizo-
na, or many other places in the U S, you have prob-
ably seen the U S Army Golden Knights, precision
skydiving team perform. Many times they are the
opening exhibit of the air show. Jumping from

15000 feet, they do a free fall, with a smoke canister
trailing smoke, so the people on the ground can

spot them better. Somewhere
around 10000 feet they open their
parachutes, and do an impressive
job of landing on a pre designated
spot.

. 182 0r 206 for just a few jumpers to

=== atwin engine Turbine Sky Vans,

~and similar planes that can carry up

to 16 or more jumpers, and occasionally, we will get a C-130 or even C-17 large cargo planes that
can carry much larger loads and can go up higher. The pilot of the plane with the jumpers on board
coordinates with a ground observer to be sure it is safe for the jumpers to exit the plane. After the
jumpers are out of the aircraft, the pilot starts a descent to join the traffic pattern and land to pick up
other jumpers that may be waiting to go.

| have not seen parachute jumping activity at any control towered airports. There may be some con-
trol towered (Class D airspace) airports that do allow parachute jumping that | just don't know about.
In Southern Arizona, all of the jumping activity is at non towered airports, in Class E airspace. It is
within the Class E airspace that most of the conflicts between the larger and faster jumper aircraft,
and the basic trainer aircraft occur. To their credit, | have noticed that the higher/faster jumper aircraft
will stay a little higher, and farther out, than the traffic already in the pattern for landing. They will ex-
tend the downwind leg as needed for spacing. But to the trainers in the pattern, it appears that the
jumper planes are “barging in.” Operations at non towered airports is spelled out in the Airmans In-
formation Manual (AIM). It would do all pilots operating at these busy airports that have parachute
jumping activity to review the AIM from time to time.

The Arizona Pilots Association and the FAASTeam have presented several seminars on non-
towered airport operations. One thing we must remember is that Parachutes DO have the right of
way over powered aircraft. We also trust that the Jumpers know where their target landing zone is
and will do their best to arrive at that point.

Skydiving can be a fun activity for those that like the thrill of floating to the ground, or it can be seri-
ous business for military trainers. We, as pilots, should respect their right to use the airspace as
much as they should respect our right to be in the traffic pattern at our airports. We should all re-
spect others so we can all enjoy our chosen activity as safely as possible.

“Bring your wingman.”

The following are the reports of aviation accidents and incidents that have occurred in Arizona from
mid-April through May. We hope to use the following detailed accident information to develop safety
programs, briefings, and posters/flyers that would help pilots learn from the mistakes being made by
others and be able to take the necessary action to prevent them from having similar occurrences.

The number of accidents/Incidents have been very significantly up this past reporting period, and
aviation safety has also not been the best because of a fatality that was incurred in one of the acci-
dents. At least in all the other occurrences nobody got hurt. Things will have to improve as we go for-

ward.

In continuing with the expanded scope of the report, we’re using information from the Aviation Safety
Network (ASN), FAA, NTSB, and APA Members. This more inclusive information source suits our
purpose of trying to get an idea of what is happening out there so we can help make flying safer.

In the meantime, here are the results from the above sources.

Date: April 12, 2024
Source: FAA, NTSB
Location: Wilcox

Type: Piper PA-28-32-300
Injuries: 3 Uninjured

STRUCK OBSTRUCTION ON TAKEOFF

The Piper Cherokee 6 was departing Indie Mo-
torsports Ranch when it encountered a 20-KNOT
wind gust, which pushed them into a wall next to
the runway and sheared off the left landing gear.
The aircraft squawked an emergency on the Al-
buquerque Center frequency, and the center
then provided flight following for the aircraft while
it flew to Mesa Falcon Field where it made a
safe landing. The full extent of the damage was
unknown.

NOSE GEAR COLLAPSE

The nose Gear collapsed upon landing at
Scottsdale. The damage that was incurred was

minor.

Type: Paramotor Powered Parachute
Injuries: 1 Fatality

LOSS OF CONTROL LANDING

A “paramotor,” an Aircraft designation known as
a Powered Parachute, sustained substantial
damage subsequent to an impact with terrain
during an apparent landing attempt northwest of
Ak-Chin Regional Airport (A39).

No Pilot Certification Required.

Location: Payson (PAN)

Type: Team Rocket F1 (Experimental)
Injuries: 2 Uninjured

LOSS OF CONTROL LANDING
The aircraft had departed from Glendale Airport,
and upon landing at Payson the aircraft encoun-
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tered a cross wind, and the aircraft bounced,
and drifted to the right. The right wingtip contact-
ed the ground, bending the right landing gear,
and experienced a prop strike, damaging the en-
gine mount. The NTSB assessed the damage to
be substantial.

STRUCK WHILE ON THE GROUND

While the Cessna 182 was holding short of the
runway waiting to takeoff, and the rudder was
clipped by another aircraft. The extent of the
damage was unknown.

STRUCK ANOTHER AIRCRAFT ON THE
GROUND

While the Pilatus was taxiing on a taxi way the
pilot reported he had struck the rudder of a
Cessna 182, The extent of the damage was un-
known.

These pilot deviations need to be examined to determine if a common thread exists that we should
address to help reduce the number of deviations that continue to occur, and thus enhance aviation

safety.

In the reporting period from April 12, 2024, through May 9, 2024, there were twenty-three pilot devia-
tions reported by the FAA SDL FSDO. These deviations were committed by pilots with certificates
ranging from Student Pilot through ATP, including one Military pilot, and there were eleven out of
state pilots that committed these deviations. Of the thirty-one deviations reported, there was a need

to issue seven Brashers.

Note: A controller will issue a Brasher notification to a pilot when further FAA action will be taken,
and the controller is thus giving the airman the opportunity to make note of the occurrence, collect
information, and their thoughts for their future interaction with FAA Flight Standards.

Pilots need to listen carefully to ATC instructions and comply with them, and if you can’t comply, tell
ATC why you can’t. Also, when flying in controlled airspace, pilots should never be creative, but talk
to ATC before they do something that differs from the instructions given. Pilots must always be
aware of what type of airspace they are flying in, or may be about to enter, and know what may be
expected of them. Always fly with care and forethought.

The details of the deviations this month are as follows:

IFR DEVIATION (8)

4/1 IFR Altitude Deviation
Private Pilot
Albuquerque Center (ZAB)

The controller observed the SR22 above 5,000
feet and asked the aircraft to verify level at 5,000
feet. The aircraft responded, “we climbed a little
bit, but going back to 5,000 feet”. The SR22
made an unauthorized climb to 5,200 feet which
resulted in a loss of separation with another air-
craft who was level at 6,000 feet.

4/3 IFR Procedures Deviation
Unknown Pilot Certification

Tucson TRACON (U90)

The pilot deviation was reported by the Tucson
TRACON when the Citation didn’t fly the RNAV
procedure as published which resulted in a loss
of separation with terrain/obstacles.

4/9 IFR SID Deviation
Unknown Pilot Certification
Out of Kansas

Phoenix TRACON (P50)

The Dassault Falcon didn’t fly the FORPE 1 de-
parture procedure as published resulting in a
loss of separation with parallel runway departure
traffic.

4/12 IFR Altitude Deviation
Commercial/CFI Pilot
Albuquerque Center (ZAB)

The Piper was descending from 8,000 feet to
5,000 feet, and the controller cleared the Piper
for the VORS5 approach to CGZ. The aircraft read
back the clearance correctly. The center control-
ler then cleared the Piper to the CGZ advisory
frequency. Later the controller observed the Pip-
er stopped it's descent at 6,300 feet and begin a
climb. The Piper then made an unauthorized
climb to 8,300 feet. The controller issued

a Brasher. Pilot stated that they were put into
the stack at the VOR and that they had to climb
to 8,500 feet, due to the stack.

4/20 IFR Altitude Deviation
Private Pilot
Out of Texas
Albuquerque Center (ZAB)

The Lancair was level at 5,000 feet, and the con-
troller cleared the airplane to descend and main-
tain 4,600 feet. The Lancair read back 4,000 feet
which was not recognized by the controller. The
center controller observed the Lancair below
4,600 feet and issued a low altitude warning be-
cause the aircraft was in a 4,600 Minimum In-
strument Area (MIA) box, and then they had en-
tered a 4,500 foot MIA box. The Lancair had de-
scended to 4,100 feet before climbing back up.

4/24 IFR Procedures Deviation
Unknown Pilot Certification
Prescott Tower (PRC)

The deviation was reported by the Phoenix TRA-
CON when the Glasair didn’t fly the procedure
turn as required by the approach plate.

4/25 IFR Standard Instrument Departure (SID)
Deviation
Private Pilot
Out of Tennessee
Phoenix TRACON (P50)

The Cessna 182 did not fly the MESA 1 depar-
ture as published. There was no loss of separa-
tion, but a Brasher was issued.

5/3 IFR Altitude Deviation
Private Pilot
Out of Indiana

Albuquerque Center (ZAB)

The Albuquerque Center Controller observed the
Cessna 182 was above their assigned altitude
and asked the aircraft to verify their flight level.
The Cessna responded, “we're descending back
down”. The 182 had made an unauthorized

climb to 7,300 feet which resulted in a loss of
separation with another aircraft who was level at
8,000 feet. A Brasher was issued.

4/8 Entering Class Delta Airspace Without First
Establishing Two-Way Radio Communica-

The pilot deviation was reported by DVT when
the Cessna entered the DVT Class Delta Air-
space without first establishing two-way radio
communications.

The pilot deviation was reported by DVT when
the Cessna 172 entered the DVT Class Delta
Airspace without first establishing two-way radio
communications. There was no loss of separa-
tion.

4/27 Entering Class Delta Airspace Without First
Establishing Two-Way Radio Communica-
tion
Commercial Pilot
Out of Idaho
Phoenix Deer Valley (DVT)

The Cessna 180 entered the DVT airspace from
the north without first establishing two-way radio
communications with ATC. The aircraft made a
turn to the NE and exited the airspace, and ap-
peared to land at Carefree Sky Ranch. No air-
craft were impacted, and no traffic advisories
were required. The aircraft information was ob-
tained via ADS-B.

4/28 Entering Class Delta Airspace Without First
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Establishing Two-Way Radio Communica-
tion

Commercial Pilot

Out of Ohio

Phoenix Deer Valley (DVT)

The Cessna 182 entered DVT's class D airspace
from the east at the pattern altitude of 2500’
MSL. The Cessna never made contact with DVT,
and became a conflict with multiple aircraft in the
airspace. The Cessna never established two-
way radio communication, and exited the air-
space to the southwest.

4/29 Entering Class Delta Airspace Without First
Establishing Two-Way Radio Communica-
tion
Commercial/CFI Pilot
Out of Washington
Mesa Falcon Field Airport (FFZ)

The RV8 entered the FFZ airspace from the east
without a clearance from ATC. The controller
reached out and was able to get in contact with
the aircraft. The RV8 was instructed to enter a
left downwind for the runway. Approaching mid-
field, the the aircraft executed a 360° turn on
their own. Instructions were given to other air-
craft to avoid the RV8.

CLASS CHARLIE AIRSPACE DEVIATION (1)

4/29 Entering Class Charlie Airspace Without

The pilot deviation was reported by the Tucson
RAPCON when the Cessna 172 pilot never con-
tacted Tucson Departure as instructed by the
Ryan Tower, and violated the Tucson Class
Charlie Airspace while en route to Marana
(AVQ).

RUNWAY INCURSIONS (7)

4/6 Entering The Runway Without Authorization
Commercial/CFI Pilot
Prescott Airport (PRC)

The pilot deviation was reported by Prescott ATC
when the Cessna 172 entered a runway without

authorization. Ground control issued

the Brasher warning. There was no loss of sep-

aration.

4/10 Started Takeoff From Runway Without Au-
thorization
Private Pilot
Goodyear Airport (GYR)

The pilot deviation was reported by the Good-
year ATC when the Cirrus SR20 began it’s de-
parture roll without ATC authorization while an-
other aircraft was departing from an intersection
farther down field.

4/11 Started Takeoff From Runway Without Au-
thorization
Private Pilot
Out of Nevada
Phoenix Deer Valley (DVT)

The Cirrus SR22, began a takeoff roll without
ATC authorization, resulting in a loss of separa-
tion with another aircraft crossing the runway.
The controller has issued the SR22 a line up and
wait instruction with a good readback. Ground
control had coordinated for an aircraft to cross
the runway which the controller had approved.
The aircraft was crossing the runway when the
SR22 began it’s takeoff roll. The controller in-
structed the SR22 to stop, and the pilot read
back, “Cleared for takeoff”. The controller again
instructed the SR22 to stop, and the aircraft
stopped prior to the next intersection.

4/12 Landing On The Wrong Surface

Phoeniz/Mesa Gateway (IWA)

The deviation was reported by Gateway ATC
when the Grumman Tiger was cleared to land on
Runway 12R, but was observed landing on Taxi-
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way Bravo, and overflying an aircraft on the taxi-
way.

4/12 Taxied Past The Runway Hold Short lines
Military Pilot
Tucson International (TUS)

The F16 was instructed to hold short of Runway
22, and the pilot read back the hold short in-
structions, but later crossed Runway 22 without
authorization. No other aircraft were involved.

The Cessna 337 was instructed to hold short of
the runway, and it was observed by both the
Ground Controller and the Operations Supervi-
sor to be pulling past the hold bars, and continu-
ing into the runway. The controller had a Cessna
172 on final for the same runway that they had
to send around. A Brasher was issued.

4/19 Driving Onto A Runway Without Authoriza-
tion
No Pilot
Mesa Falcon Field (FFZ)

An airport vehicle crossed the runway Hold
Short Lines without authorization resulting in the
need to send an aircraft on final to go around.

AIR TRAFFIC CONTROL INSTRUCTIONS (1)

4/16 Failure To Follow Air Traffic Control Instruc-
tions
Commercial Pilot
Out of New Mexico

Phoenix Deer Valley (DVT)

The IFR Bonanza, contacted the DVT south
controller approximately 3 miles southeast of the
airport inbound at 5000’, and descending. the
south controller instructed pilot to begin a left
turn and enter right downwind for runway 7R.
Pilot read back the instruction but omitted the
runway assignment. The Bonanza continued
inbound directly toward the airport, and the con-
troller instructed pilot to widen out to the south-
west to which the pilot turned northbound into
the north controllers airspace. The south con-
troller instructed the Bonanza to maintain at or
above 3000', make left traffic and the tower
would call the aircraft's base turn. The pilot did-
n't fully acknowledge the instruction. Without ap-
proval from the south controller, the Bonanza
turned their base leg approximately 3 miles from
the airport. The south controller then cleared the
Bonanza to land on runway 7R and issued "go-
around" instructions to the preceding aircraft on
about a 1 mile final to ensure proper separation
would exist at touchdown. The Bonanza landed
on runway 7R, exited the runway and taxied to
parking without further incident. A Brasher was
issued.

4/19 Entering Restricted Air Space Without Au-

The Marchetti S211 had been cleared to fly in
the GLOBE ATCAA at 15,000 feet to FL310. The
Marchetti, who was at 16,800 feet, violated re-
stricted area R2310B which was active 17,000
feet and below. When advised of the violation,
the Marchetti turned out of, and climbed above
the restricted area. A Brasher was issued.
