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Presidentôs Report  

Greetings, 

September is upon us and itôs still hot here in Arizona, but Iôm optimistic 

that we will start to see some cooler weather soon. I know everyone is 

looking forward to the fall flying season and the return of the APA Grape-

vine (88AZ) Fly-Ins that will start up in October and run through next April 

on the third Saturday of the month (with a couple of exceptions, see the 

calendar for exact dates). The Grapevine weekends are always well-

attended and great opportunities to spend time with old friends and make 

some new ones. You may have seen Leanne Tawodaôs call for Grape-

vine host volunteers in your email inbox. If you are interested in hosting a 

weekend, reach out to Leanne at leanne@azpilots.org.  

I also wanted to highlight an issue that Jim Timm covers in his Executive 

Directors report related to proposed changes by the Air Force to the Special Use Airspace (MOAôs 

and Restricted Areas) in Arizona. This proposal covers a broad expansion of the fifteen MOAs and 

Restricted areas in Arizona to include: 

Ð Expand the operating hours for the majority of the MOAs to 0600 ï 2200 or 0000 Monday ï 

Friday and other times by NOTAM.

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Ð Lower the floor of the Tombstone MOAs to 100 feet AGL and the Outlaw, Jackal, Gladden 

and Bagdad MOAôs to 500 feet AGL. 

Ð Authorize the use of chaff in the Tombstone MOAs. 

Ð Adjust the minimum flare release altitude to 2,000 feet AGL in the Tombstone, Outlaw, Jack-

al, Gladden and Bagdad MOAs.  

Ð Authorize supersonic flight down to 5,000 feet AGL in the Tombstone, Outlaw, Jackal, 

Morenci, and Reserve MOAs. 

These changes will impact both IFR and VFR operations in these MOAôs when they are active. Jim 

includes a link to the full Air Force document in his report. Itôs a lot to digest, but Iôd recommend you 

take the opportunity to review it since thereôs a better than even chance that you will be flying in or 

around one or more of these MOAs. These proposed changes have obvious flight safety implica-

tions based on the volume of GA traffic in Arizona, and APA will be submitting comments prior to the 

October 9, 2024, deadline. 

In closing, Iôd like to remind everyone that the 2024 APA Scholarship application cycle is open. Ap-

plications are due October 31, 2024. If you or someone you know is interested in applying, you 

can go to the application link on our website - https://azpilots.org/pilot-info/scholarship-program.

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Executive Directorôs Report 
Jim Timm ð September 2024 

 
 

Itôs getting to be a long and hot summer, and itôs a bit tiring. The 

early mornings are becoming tolerable, hinting of cooler times to 

come, but I canôt wait. When you get back from a Saturday 

morning breakfast, itôs still getting warm enough that you donôt 

want to get involved with anything that will keep you in the 

hangar or around the airplane for very long. No matter what, 

letôs still go flying. 

Going to Oshkosh and EAA AirVenture is receding into the 

past, but looking back, there were a lot of aircraft there that 

were impressive to behold. Something there really stuck in my mind that didnôt directly have any-

thing to do with aviation. It was a robot dog. A large aviation school had a robot dog running 

around waving at people, shaking hands, playing dead, and interacting with the people passing by. 

I wasnôt able to determine who was running it, but it was amazing, and I did manage to get a video 

of it. Did anyone else see it? 

We have commented about The City of Cottonwood considering the implementation of landing 

fees to address a perceived problem of excessive air traffic at the airport. The city is presently in 

the midst of political turmoil and, based on communications from some of the city leaders, it ap-

pears that the issue of imposing landing fees may not be favorably considered at this time. Unfor-

tunately, Vector Airport Systems, who produces a landing fee system, has proposed the landing 

fee system to many other airports in Arizona. We can only hope that none of these airports will give 

serious consideration to their proposal. If anyone out there is aware of a landing fee being consid-

ered for their airport, please advise APA immediately! 

 

MISCELLANEOUS ITEMS 

 

FAA 

Fortunately, we havenô t become aware of any regulation changes 

or proposals for changes from the FAA that would impact the gen-

eral aviation community. APA will continue to be on alert for any 

changes that may occur and will keep you informed.  

 

AIRSPACE 

The USAF at Davis-Monthan has issued a Notice for Comment 

by October 9, 2024, on a Department of The Air Force Environ-

mental Impact Statement for Special Use Airspace Optimization to 
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Support Air Force Missions in Arizona. Generally, 

as a minimum, this proposal would involve the very 

significant lowering of the floors of the MOAs, drop-

ping of flares at lower altitudes, and supersonic 

flight at lower altitudes in the MOAs. This same pro-

posal was issued approximately two years ago, and 

the proposal was withdrawn based comments re-

ceived from the public, we presume.  

We are re-examining the proposal and will be pre-

paring a response. The Air Force will be having 

public presentations around the state to inform the 

public of the details of the proposal. To view the Draft EIS go 

to: www.ArizonaRegionalAirspaceEIS.com 

This website will provide the USAF EIS in its entirety and assist you in formulating your comments. 

APA will submit a general commentary on the proposal, but individual comments are certainly en-

couraged.  

We want to continue to remind you that there is a significant increase in parachute activity through-

out the state. This activity is mainly advanced tactical training of foreign personnel, and it may be oc-

curring at any of the parachute sites throughout the state. Please be aware that some of this activity 

could be high altitude jumping with a high-altitude parachute opening, which could result in the para-

chutists descending through airspace far removed from the final landing site. Always be sure to 

check for NOTAMS for this activity along your proposed route of flight, and also monitor enroute fa-

cility frequencies for parachute activity. 

 

SAFETY 

In this past July-August reporting period, aviation safety has improved a bit because the number of 

accidents/incidents has gone down, and fortunately we didnôt have a fatality. In all the accidents re-

ported, no one was injured, and I can only hope that this downward trend will continue. For the de-

tails of these accidents/incidents, see my Accident/Incident Summary Report located elsewhere in 

this newsletter. 

Members, please continue to send accident information to jtimm@azpilots.org with the date, loca-

tion, aircraft make, if anyone got hurt, and with as 

much detail as possible. Thank you. 

It was also fortunate that in this past reporting peri-

od the FAA reported there were no Near Mid Air 

Collisions (NMACôs) reported. 

The number of pilot deviations were also lower in 

July-August. These deviations were committed by 

pilots with pilot certificates ranging from Student Pi-

lot through ATP, and apparently there were also a 

few out of state pilots that committed some of the 

deviations. Some of the deviations were serious

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enough to warrant the issuance of a Brasher notice to the pilot. In 

so many of the cases itôs apparent the pilot is unaware of what type 

of airspace they flew into or were about to enter. Pilots need to lis-

ten carefully to ATC instructions, and follow them, and if they canôt 

comply, immediately tell the controller why they canôt comply. 

When flying in controlled airspace, pilots must always comply with 

ATC instructions, and always advise ATC first before you do any-

thing that may differ from the instructions given. When on the 

ground, pay attention to all airport signs, and runway markings, and 

know what they mean, and comply with them.  

 In summary, the general aviation deviations this reporting period 

are as follows: 

4 IFR Deviations 2 Brashers 

4 Runway Incursions No Brashers 

2 ATC Instructions No Brashers 

2 TFR Deviation 1 Brasher 

1 Restricted Airspace Deviation 1 Brasher 

1 Surface Incident 1 Brasher 

1 Vehicle/Person Deviation No Brasher

CONSTRUCTION 

Mesa Falcon Field (FFZ) still has numerous taxiways being replaced, and one of the two runways 

may be closed from time to time. Be sure to get NOTAMS before your arrival. Other airports around 

the state have multiple construction projects in progress or projects that will be starting soon. Unfor-

tunately, we donôt have the specific details of each projects, and we urge you to always check for 

NOTAMS at your destination airport, so you can avoid an unexpected surprise upon arrival. 

APA is working with airports around the state assisting with the updating of their Airport Master 

Plans by providing the pilot, and aircraft ownerôs perspective in the process. The Airport Master Plan 

Update process usually requires about a year for completion.

Chris Nugent and I took my 182 on a weeklong trip in mid-August.  We 

got as far north as Glacier National Park in Montana, almost to the Ca-

nadian border.  We saw plenty of spectacular scenery, ate a lot of good 

food, and drank some good beer.  We successfully avoided inclement 

weather along the way, with the 182 performing flawlessly.  Personally, 

I had instances of both good and poor airmanship along the way é 

One never stops learning! 

 

Hereôs a summary of each day: 

Day -2 

A couple days before setting off, Chris and I 

spent a good hour scrubbing a summerôs worth of 

bugs off the leading edges of my 182.  We fig-

ured on a long trip this might gain us a knot or 

two.  And even if not, our transportation would 

look better. 

 

Day 1 

We departed Falcon Field (KFFZ) for Moab, UT 

(KCNY).  KCNY is a non-towered airport in the 

high desert just north of Moab.  They do have a 

few airline flights a day, so there is a decent-

sized terminal building with some services.  We 

werenôt in a hurry to get there as no adverse 

weather was forecast early that day, and the rent-

al car counter at KCNY didnôt open until noon.  

That afternoon, we did some short hikes in Dead 

Horse Point State Park and Canyonlands Nation-

al Park.  Dead Horse Point State Park is a great 

alternative to the more crowded national parks in 

the area.  It is also where they filmed the final 

scenes for the movie Thelma & Louise! 

182 Road Trip 
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Day 2 

We got up early to get into Arches National Park 

before 7:00 AM when reservations are required 

for entry.  We hiked up to Delicate Arch, a spec-

tacular sandstone formation.  This was a sched-

uled non-flying day which turned out to have pe-

riods of overcast skies and rain, so we did a fair 

amount of sightseeing by car, both within Arches 

NP and along the Colorado River, which flows 

through the Moab area. 

 

Day 3 

On to Lewistown, MT (KLWT), home of my former co-worker Sean and his wife Diane. KLWT is a 

sleepy little airport now, but during WW2, it housed a B-17 training facility.  Interestingly, the training 

facility was deactivated only one year after it opened, but many of the original buildings are still 

there.  

Along the way, we stopped at 

Hot Springs, WY (KHSG) for a 

fluid exchange.  KHSG is a 

great little non-towered airport 

in central WY, and relatively 

new, having been built only 

about 10 years ago.  

After our arrival in Lewistown, 

Sean and Diane treated us to 

an elk steak dinner at their 

home é elk that Sean had 

personally hunted and butch-

ered.  Very tasty! 

 

Day 4 

We reached our northernmost latitude when landing 

at Kalispell, MT (KGPI).  KGPI is a towered airport 

(Class D) that services several airlines and is the 

primary airport for Glacier National Park visitors.  It 

is also in the midst of an exp 

ansion that will funnel even more people into the 

already crowded Glacier National Park.  That after-

noon, we hiked to a viewpoint above the town of 

Whitefish, MT, where we were staying, and later 

had a nice dinner at a local golf club. 
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Day 5 

Glacier National Park requires reservations at 

the West entrance (which we didnôt have) any-

time after 6:00 AM.  We werenôt too excited 

about getting up that early, so we drove to the 

East entrance, where reservations arenôt re-

quired.  We then headed back west within the 

park.  In my opinion, the scenery and hiking in 

Glacier NP is the most spectacular of all national 

parks with the possible exception of Grand Can-

yon NP.  Unfortunately, it is also very crowded.  

We had planned a couple short hikes, but could-

nôt get a parking spot at the trailheads. So we 

settled for a hike near the visitor center at the West entrance on the way out of the park.  And we 

had another good meal at a local BBQ place, a former blacksmith shop! 

 

Day 6 

We broke the return trip into two days, planning to stop at Ogden, UT (KOGD) for the night.  Fog de-

layed our departure from KGPI for a couple hours.  By that time, it was increasingly clear that north-

bound thunderstorms forming south of the Salt Lake City area would reach Ogden before we did.  

So we stopped at Idaho Falls, ID (KIDA) to get some lunch and kill some time.  Leaving KIDA, we 

deviated to the west to skirt around the storms and ap-

proach Ogden from the SW after the storms passed, 

which worked pretty well.  FlightAware showed the 

storms still well-entrenched over Ogden, but in reality, 

we arrived about an hour after they had moved to the 

northeast.  Both KIDA and KOGD are towered (Class 

D) airports with multiple non-parallel runways. 

 

Day 7 

Leaving Ogden, the weather showed moderate precip-

itation passing northbound through the PHX area, so 

we stopped at St. George, UT, (KSGU) for a break.  

KSGU is a non-towered airport with a single runway 

that is quite long and wide.  I used a good bit of it land-

ing with a gusty right crosswind, which is not my favor-

ite.  After a short break, we headed back to Falcon 

Field. Once again, we had to navigate around some 

moderate precipitation, which was enough light rain to 

wash all the newly acquired bugs off the 182. 

While the entire week of flying had gone pretty well, 

the last few minutes disappointed me.  We ap-

proached Falcon Field to find both patterns crowded, with one very busy controller handling both 

runways.  When entering left downwind for 4L, ATC indicated the traffic I was following was a Cirrus 

at 1:00 and a mile.  Neither Chris or I could find it visually or on ADS-B.  And I couldnôt get a trans-

mission in to let ATC know.  I decided to extend my downwind until I located the Cirrus.  ATC then 

had me switch to 4R and immediately cleared me to land, #1 for the runway.  I quickly turned base 

and final for 4R and found myself pretty high with no flaps extended, so had to slow down and de-

scend fairly quickly to land. No damage except to my ego, but I should have flown a more stabilized 

pattern, and gone around when I found myself fast, clean, and high on final.  Lessons learned!  Still 

wondering whether the Cirrus was ever there, or if ATC had me confused with another aircraft? 

All told, 20.3 hours on the Hobbs meter, 3 quarts of oil, and about 200 gallons of 100LL.  And except 

for the last few minutes, a good time was had by all!

We all learn the ñAlphabet Soupò of airspace when we are becoming pi-

lots: Class A (18000 to 60000), Class B (Big, Blue, Busy), Class C (not 

so busy or big, but has rules), Class E (has rules, but not so restrictive), 

and Class G (uncontrolled and easy).  

Did I forget the Class D Airspace? Easily found on your sectional, they 

are inside a circle of dashed blue lines and have a control tower that may operate around the clock, 

or only certain hours. When is Class D NOT Class D? When the control tower is closed, the airspace 

reverts to Class E or sometimes Class G. Consult the Chart Supplement/Airport Facilities Directory 

to determine operating times and procedures. 

Class B airports, like Phoenix and Los Angeles, are the biggest and busiest with multiple runways, 

full-time towers, published approaches and departures, and radar coverage. Class C airports, such 

as Tucson, offer the same services on a somewhat smaller scale. In contrast, Class D airports are 

busy enough to have a control tower and instrument approaches, yet quiet enough not to need radar 

separation. Class D airports are often found under overlying Class B or C airspace. Looking at the 

Phoenix TAC and sectional charts, we see seven Class D airports underlying the Phoenix Class Bra-

vo ï Falcon Field, Chandler Muni, Mesa Gateway, Goodyear, Deer 

Valley, Glendale, and Scottsdale. Note that Luke AFB is also 

marked as a Class D, while Davis-Monthan is included in the Class 

C airspace with Tucson International.  

Class Dôs are typically shaped like a cylinder from the surface to 

2500ô, with a radius ranging from 3 to 7 miles, with 5 miles being 

most common. When tucked in under overlying airspace, the Delta 

usually goes up to the floor of that airspace. (Note the ï minus sign 

on the sectional.) A student pilot certificate and two-way radio com-

munication are the basic requirements for entering a Class D, along 

with weather minimums of 3sm visibility, and cloud clearance of 

500ô below, 1,000ô above and 2,000ô horizontal, abbreviated as 

3512. 

The controller gives permission to enter their Class D airspace, 

separates arriving and departing aircraft, and issues takeoff and 

landing clearances. They also direct ground traffic and provide 

weather information. Like controllers at larger facilities, knowing the 

different speed and performance profiles for numerous aircraft is an 

integral part of separating and sequencing arrivals and departures. 

Class Delta Revisited 
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How can pilots help controllers in Class D airspace? 

Be prepared! Know the Class D airport location and 

boundaries. Are you ready to listen and talk? Listen 

first to ensure someone isnôt already talking on the 

frequency. Then call with the tower name and your 

N number to start the conversation. Once communi-

cation is established, use this simple, three-step for-

mula for talking: Who you are (aircraft type and 

number), Where you are (accurate direction and dis-

tance from the airport. Saying ñ10 miles outò isnôt 

specific enough), and What you want to do (inbound 

for landing with information Alpha).   

It may take a few moments for a reply if the tower 

controller is busy, so be alert and listen for your in-

structions. Copy the instructions on your kneeboard and read them back to verify you got accurate 

details and understand what to do. You and the controller will then correct any errors. This seems to 

be the hardest part for new students. It takes time and practice to listen, copy and readback, but it 

will get easier the more you do it.  

After landing, exit the assigned runway as soon as practical. If you can make that second turn off, 

congratulations, but if you land long and need to use the very last exit from the runway, that is okay, 

too. Just move at a reasonable speed and remember the ñhold short lineò is dashed on the runway 

side, meaning all parts of your airplane must be across those lines to be officially clear of the run-

way, which then allows other aircraft to use it.  

Once you are fully clear, you will be handed off to the ground controller for taxiing instructions. Use 

the same formula of ñWho you are, Where you are and What you want to do.ò If you arenôt at a famil-

iar airport, have the airport layout/taxi diagram available, so you can see where you want to go and 

how to get there. If you are uncertain, ask for progressive taxi instructions. This is especially helpful 

when an airport is under construction or doing runway repairs. 

Class D airspace is an excellent way to begin learning how to work with towered airports and ATC 

personnel, increasing your comfort level, capabilities and safety habits in busy airspace.

July through August. We hope to use the following detailed accident information to develop safety 

programs, briefings, and posters/flyers that would help pilots learn from the mistakes being made by 

others and be able to take the necessary action to prevent them from having similar occurrences. 

The number of accidents/Incidents has gone down, and the really good news is there werenôt any 

fatalities reported, and in all the occurrences nobody was injured. We all need to continue to prevent 

accidents, and I think that perhaps these high temperatures we have been experiencing has kept a 

lot of people from flying. 

In continuing with the expanded scope of the report, weôre using information from the Aviation Safety 

Network (ASN), FAA, NTSB, and APA Members. This more inclusive information source suits our 

purpose of trying to get an idea of what is happening out there so we can help make flying safer.

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July-August Pilot Deviations 
by Jim Timm 

 
 
These pilot deviations need to be examined to determine if a common thread exists that we should 

address to help reduce the number of deviations that continue to occur and thus enhance aviation 

safety. 

In the reporting period from July 12, 2024, through August 8, 2024, there were fifteen pilot deviations 

reported by the FAA SDL FSDO. These deviations were committed by pilots with certificates ranging 

from Student Pilot through ATP, and there were six out of state pilots that committed these devia-

tions. Of the fifteen deviations reported, there was a need to issue five Brashers. 

Note: A controller will issue a Brasher notification to a pilot when further FAA action will be taken, 

and the controller is thus giving the airman the opportunity to make note of the occurrence, collect 

information, and their thoughts for their future interaction with FAA Flight Standards. 

Pilots need to listen carefully to ATC instructions and comply with them, and if you canôt comply, tell 

ATC why you canôt. Also, when flying in controlled airspace, pilots should never be creative, but talk 

to ATC before they do something that differs from the instructions given. Pilots must always be 

aware of what type of airspace they are flying in, or may be about to enter, and know what may be 

expected of them. Always fly with care and forethought.
