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Presidentôs Report  

Greetings, 

September was a busy month for the APA team and we have a lot to talk 

about in this monthôs Presidentôs Report, so letôs get right to it. 

As I reported last month, the Air Force issued a Draft Environmental Im-

pact Statement (DEIS) covering a broad expansion of the Special Use 

Airspace (SUA) that encompasses the fifteen MOAs and Restricted are-

as in Arizona. To recap, the proposal expands the operating hours and 

frequency of operations in a majority of the MOAs and proposes a sizea-

ble expansion of the Tombstone MOA in southern Arizona. In addition, it 

proposes to lower the floors of to as low as 100 feet and authorize super-

sonic flight and the use of chaff and flares at much lower altitudes. These 

proposed changes have obvious flight safety implications based on the 

volume of VFR and IFR traffic in Arizona, particularly VFR flight training traffic.  

I attended one of the public hearings organized by the Air Force to allow the public to provide com-

ment and I can tell you virtually everyone who spoke was vehemently opposed to the proposed 

changes. This was particularly true of the residents living within the boundaries of the Tombstone 

MOA and the tribal and environmental groups. I would not be surprised to see one or more of these 

groups engage in litigation to stop the proposed changes. 

APA submitted a formal letter of comment which highlighted the safety of flight issues in particular 

for VFR traffic operating ñsee-and-avoidò in the MOAs with military aircraft operating at high subson-

ic/supersonic speeds. We also highlighted the impact to instrument approaches and access to public 

and private airports within the MOAs. Click here for the full letter in PDFé 

And now on to an equally controversial topic ï airport landing fees. Iôm sure that all of you have been 

keeping up with what seems like daily articles in the aviation press regarding airports looking to im-

plement transient aircraft landing fees using ADS-B information to identify transient aircraft and bill 

for landings. Some of these systems take it one step further and incorporate cameras to document 

tail numbers for billing purposes. While most of the press has been focused on Florida, the company 

behind these initiatives, Vector Airport Systems, has been actively soliciting business in Arizona as 

well. 

You may recall that the city of Cottonwood was con-

sidering implementing transient landing fees to dis-

courage touch-and-go traffic from Embry-Riddle of 

Prescott. APA and AOPA reached out to the city to 

oppose the fees, and as of this writing the landing 

fee initiative at P52 is on hold. However, I do have 

to report that the city of Safford implemented transi-

ent landing fees at Safford Municipal (KSAD) using 

the Vector system during the month of September. 

Landing fees will be charged for landings and touch

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-and-goôs and are based on Maximum Gross Take-

off Weight (MGTW) - $2.00/1,000 lbs for aircraft up 

to 12,500 lbs and $3.00/1,000 lbs for MGTWôs 

greater than 12,500 lbs. Based aircraft are exempt, 

and the fee will be waived if you buy fuel. 

I had a long conversation with the KSAD airport 

manager, Cameron Atkins, to get a better under-

standing of what drove the implementation of land-

ing fees. Here are the highlights: 

¶ Airport Budget Deficit ï Although KSAD has re-

ceived FAA Airport Improvement Program (AIP) 

grants to complete projects such as runway/

taxiway lighting improvements, funds from the state aviation fund have been reduced. This is be-

cause $12M was ñsweptò from the aviation fund in 2023 to support projects such as I-10 improve-

ments rather than the airport operations/improvements it was intended to support. Cameron 

mentioned the potential for another $20M sweep in 2024. 

¶ Transient Traffic Increases ï As we have seen at a number of airports in Arizona, the amount of 

transient traffic associated with flight schools conducting touch-and-goôs and practice approaches 

has skyrocketed. The airport operators must ensure that their facilities are safe and well main-

tained but these kinds of operations do not contribute to revenue in terms of fuel flowage fees 

since the flight schools do not typically buy fuel. These fuel flowage fees are a good option for 

having frequent users, like the flight schools, contribute a bit more to keep our airports healthy.  

¶ Lack of User Engagement ï Cameron mentioned that he has reached out to the flight schools in 

the Phoenix area to develop an arrangement for them to buy fuel in lieu of landing fees, but this 

outreach has not been productive. Apparently, they have made the decision to pay the fee for 

every touch-and-go and pass it on to their students, with the addition of their overhead of course. 

And then there is the King Air operator that flies into KSAD every week, uses the free airport 

courtesy car to do business in town, and leaves without buying fuel ï ñIôd rather just pay the fee.ò  

To be clear, these kind of transient landing fees set a dangerous precedent and will ultimately erode 

safety, since pilots will cut back on recurring training like touch-and-goes. As a tailwheel pilot, getting 

in some landing practice on every flight is important to maintaining proficiency. but these are good 

examples of the kind of things that drive airport operators to move to landing fees and leave the rest 

of the GA community to deal with the proliferation of 

landing fees at municipal airports.  

Weôve had a number of discussions on this subject 

with AOPA recently, and of course landing fees are 

a hot topic for them as well. You may have seen 

Mark Bakerôs recent letter to the FAA administrator 

regarding the use of ADS-B data for commercial, for

-profit purposes such as billing landing fees. Alt-

hough we have not seen any response to this letter 

yet, we have told AOPA that APA will support any 

initiative to development of a policy case and legis-
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lation at the federal level to limit ADS-B data use to 

itôs originally intended purpose, air traffic manage-

ment and safety.  We will also pursue a parallel ap-

proach this fall with the AZ legislature that supports 

the federal effort and addresses the practice of 

sweeping the aviation fund for non-aviation purpos-

es. 

Unfortunately, none of this effort will result in the is-

sue of landing fees going away overnight. In the 

meantime, take some time to get to know the man-

agement at your airport to get a better understand-

ing of the issues they are facing and where they are heading in terms of new programs and policies. 

Let them know that landing fees are a bad idea that could easily drive traffic away.

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Executive Directorôs Report

I would like to think that summer is now in the rear-view mirror, 

and we can begin to look for days that are a bit cooler, the flying 

is a little bit more comfortable, and a bit smoother. Something 

Iôve noticed is that I didnôt pick up a lot of bugs. Are they still in 

hibernation from the heat, or maybe I am flying a bit higher late-

ly. Anyway, itôs getting nicer out now so letôs go flying. 

What I first thought was a local issue, turns out to be a national 

issue. It turns out that enterprising individuals are using ADS-B 

information to charge aircraft owners landing fees at airports 

that avail themselves to their service. A small airport that is operating at a loss, and is dependent 

on its sponsoring city for funding the airport operations, thinks this might appear to be a partial so-

lution to their funding problem. Instead of a solution, if the decision makers carefully examined the 

issue, they might realize it may result in exacerbating the funding problem. The imposition of land-

ing fees would very well discourage pilots from landing there, having breakfast or lunch at a local 

restaurant, buying fuel, etc, and thus result in a loss of revenue. To my knowledge, this type of 

landing fee is presently being employed by Bullhead and Safford Airports, and it is being consid-

ered by Cottonwood Airport. At Cottonwood, and other airports, the plan is on hold for further 

study.  

Initially ADS-B was implemented as a safety issue to permit the FAA, and pilots to determine the 

position of other aircraft and avoid a possible conflict, and the information it provides was never 

considered, or intended, to be used for this type of fee system. APA and AOPA intend to ask both 

the state and national senate and house to adopt legislation that will prohibit the use of ADS-B in-

formation from being used for any other purposes 

than aviation safety. 

We would ask that everyone take an interest in 

what is happening at their airport and offer to pro-

vide assistance when necessary, and if anyone out 

there is aware of a landing fee being considered for 

their airport please advise APA immediately! 

 

MISCELLANEOUS ITEMS 

 

FAA 

We donôt have any FAA news to pass on to you, 

and fortunately we havenô t become aware of any 

regulation changes or proposals for changes from 
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the FAA that would impact our general aviation 

community. APA will continue to be on alert for any 

changes that may occur and will keep you in-

formed.  

 

AIRSPACE 

Not too long ago the USAF at Davis-Monthan is-

sued a notice for comment on a Department of The 

Air Force Environmental Impact Statement for Spe-

cial Use Airspace Optimization to Support Air Force 

Missions in Arizona. Upon a careful review, this proposal would have a very significant negative im-

pact on the general aviation community. The Arizona Pilots Association reviewed the proposal in de-

tail and prepared a response that was submitted to the US Air Force. An overview of this response is 

in contained in the APA Presidents report, and the complete response is available online here. 

The comments were due on October 9th, and we hope you got your comments in. 

Because there has been a significant increase in parachute activity throughout the state, we hope 

you have been extra vigilant when flying near airports with parachute activity. This activity is mainly 

advanced tactical training of foreign personnel, and it may be occurring at any of the parachute sites 

in the state, including El Tiro Glider Port (AZ67). Please be aware that some of this activity could be 

high altitude jumping with a high altitude parachute opening which may result in the parachutists de-

scending through airspace removed from the final landing site. Always be sure to check for NO-

TAMS for this activity along your proposed route of flight, and also monitor en-route facility frequen-

cies for parachute activity.  

 

SAFETY 

In this past reporting period aviation safety hasnôt improved much because the number of accidents/

incidents are about the same, and fortunately we didnôt have any local fatalities. I can only hope that 

the number of occurrences will come down. 

For the details of these accidents/incidents in this past August-September reporting period see my 

Accident/Incident Summary Report located else-

where in this newsletter. 

Members, please continue to send accident infor-

mation to jtimm@azpilots.org with the date, loca-

tion, aircraft make, if anyone got hurt, and with as 

much detail as possible. Thank you. 

It was also fortunate that in this past reporting peri-

od there were no Near Mid Air Collisions (NMACôs) 

noted by the FAA. 

Unfortunately, the number of pilot deviations ticked 

up a bit the last reporting period, and half of them 

were IFR deviations. All these deviations were com-

mitted by pilots with certificates ranging from Stu-

dent Pilot through ATP, and apparently there were 

also a few out of state pilots that committed some of 

the deviations. Some of the deviations were serious 

enough to warrant the issuance of a Brasher notice 

to the pilot. In so many of the cases itôs apparent the 

pilot was unaware of what type of airspace they 

were flying in or were about to enter. Pilots need to 

listen carefully to ATC instructions, and follow them, 

and if they canôt comply, immediately tell the con-

troller why they canôt comply. When flying in con-

trolled airspace, pilots must always comply with ATC instructions, and always advise ATC first be-

fore you do anything that may differ from the instructions given, and when on the ground, pay atten-

tion to all airport signs, and runway markings, and know what they mean, and comply with them.  

In summary, the general aviation deviations this reporting period are as follows: 

9 IFR Deviations  5 Brashers 

3 Class Bravo Deviations  1 Brasher 

 2 Class Delta Deviations  1 Brasher 

 1 Runway Incursion  No Brasher 

 1 Air Traffic Instruction  1 Brasher 

 2 TFR Deviations  No Brashers

CONSTRUCTION 

Mesa Falcon Field (FFZ) has completed their numerous taxiway projects and is getting back to nor-

mal. Gateway Airport (IWA) will soon be undertaking several construction projects that will require 

the closing of one of their three runways from time to time. Phoenix Deer Valley will be starting a 

major hangar construction project that will require a major change in taxi routing. Be sure to get NO-

TAMS before your arrival. Other airports around the state have numerous construction projects in 

progress or have projects that will be starting soon. 

Unfortunately, we donôt have the specific details on 

all these projects, and we would urge you to always 

check for NOTAMS at your destination airport so 

you wonôt have an unexpected surprise when you 

arrive. 

APA is working with airports around the state as-

sisting with the updating of their Airport Master 

Plans by providing the pilot, and aircraft ownerôs 

perspective in the process. The Airport Master Plan

FAST 

The fly-in breakfast at Coolidge Municipal Airport 

(P08) is on the first Saturday of the month and will 

be restarting in November.  

At the insistence of FFZ, the Aviation Explorer Post 

352 will have a fly-in breakfast on the first Saturday 

of the month near their hangar. Look for the signs. 

(Their first breakfast will be on October 26 and their 2nd one on December 7.)  

On the second Saturday of the month, consider flying down to Ryan Field (RYN) near Tucson for 

breakfast or lunch at Ritchieôs Restaurant. They are open daily from 6 am to 2 pm to serve you. 

Grapevine is open full time, and generally the third Saturday weekend camping and cookouts have 

restarted. Check the newsletter for a possible weekend change. The camp host will prepare the 

main course for dinner, and campers, please bring a side dish or dessert to share. Grapevine, which 

lies within a National Forest, is heavily used by the Forest Service for fighting wildfires, and the Mili-

tary for Special Training.

Thereôs no airport restaurant; however, the town of Tusa-

yan is located just one mile north and is a nice walk from 

the airport.   There is a walking path that takes you from 

the airport to Tusayan.   

Our restaurant destination is the Best Western Squire Inn 

which is located on the southern end of Tusayan (closest 

to the airport).

The Phoenix chapter of the Flying Sa-

maritans is an all-volunteer, not-for-

profit, healthcare-focused organization 

serving remote communities in Baja 

California. The organization operates 

two different clinics on the Pacific 

coast of Mexico. The larger, general 

medical clinic is in the village of Puer-

to Adolfo Lopez Mateos about 190 

miles northwest of Cabo San Lucas. A 

bit further north, our other clinic pro-

vides primarily dental services at the very small coastal community of Laguna San Ignacio. 

 

History 

The Flying Samaritans organization was founded in 1961 by two U.S. aviators who landed in the 

Mexican village of El Rosario while trying to escape a storm. The villagers treated the pilots very 

kindly, who asked how they could reciprocate that kindness. The families were in great need of 

clothing, especially for the children. Just one month later, the American aviators returned with cloth-

ing and gifts for these families. One of the pilots was a medical doctor, and it was quickly understood 

that the community was also in desperate need of medical attention.  

From those humble beginnings, a much larger organization has emerged, operating as a group of 

loosely connected chapters in Arizona and California. These chapters staff as many as 15 clinics 

throughout Baja California, which have benefited from the participation of over 1000 volunteers 

through the years. 

 

Current Operations 

The Phoenix chapter of the Flying Samaritan currently flies down to Baja once a month for nine 

months each year, staffing the clinics for a long weekend each trip. We are pilots, doctors, dentists 

and hygienists, chiropractors, interpreters, nurses, EMTs, pharmacists, opticians, and more.  

We begin the flights typically on a Friday morning from various airports around the metropolitan 

Phoenix area, and sometimes Flagstaff, Prescott, and Payson. Medical staff providers are assigned 

to an airport based on their proximity to one of our pilots and their home airport. Our first stop is

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Guaymas, Mexico, to clear Customs. The flight con-

tinues over the Sea of Cortez to land in the small 

town of Muleg®, our base for activity at the clinics. 

The runway right behind the hotel where we stay, 

which is large enough to accommodate our whole 

group.  

We usually have up to eight planes, most of which 

are four seaters, but some of our volunteer pilots 

have larger airplanes, including twins that seat six 

people.  

Typically we work all day Saturday at the clinic, and 

depart Sunday morning to fly home, arriving in Phoe-

nix by Sunday afternoon.

So, each Saturday clinic starts early, as the providers

medical information necessary for treatment. The providers do not have to speak Spanish because 

there are volunteer interpreters on hand. Many of the patients are children and fortunately, we usual-

ly have a pediatrician on the team. The demand is 

very high demand for dental services, and the pace is 

nonstop for all the providers. 

During clinic time, the pilots are free to do as they 

please, but quite often they help solve technical prob-

lems like repairing pumps or providing general assis-

tance to the staff. 

At noon, we take a quick break for lunch, prepared for 

us by the people of the community. Then the team 

returns to the clinic, continuing to treat patients 

throughout the afternoon. Once we seen everyone 

possible, we close the clinic, get in the airplanes and 

fly back to the hotel in Muleg®. On Saturday nights, 

we usually enjoy a delicious seafood dinner at one of 

the fine restaurants in town.  

I think most of our members find these trips to be 

deeply fulfilling and satisfying. Our volunteers come 

from all walks of life and are united by the common 

desire to help those who have great needs and little 

means.

Weather is such an important subject in aviation that you will be quizzed 

on it during any check ride for any rating. It is also one of the most diffi-

cult subjects to teach to new students. Remember that I am a CFII, not 

a trained meteorologist. Naturally, I had to learn a lot about weather get-

ting my Instrument Rating, and then my CFII rating. There are whole 

books on Aviation Weather, and with the internet, we have many 

sources for weather information, but where do I get my weather? From Flight Service ï 1800 

WXBRIEF. Yes, after I do study the weather I see on TV, the internet, or ForeFlight, I still call the ex-

perts.  

Every part of the country has its own unique weather patterns and Arizona is no exception. I re-

ceived all of my aviation ratings in Pittsburgh, PA. In Pennsylvania, the highest point in the state is 

Mt. Davis at 3213 feet MSL in the Allegheny Mountains. Much of Arizona is well above that altitude, 

with Humphreys Peak (near Flagstaff) topping off at 12,633 feet MSL. The Flagstaff airport is 7015 

feet MSL, and many of the lower airports are about 2400 feet MSL, and Yuma is only 213 feet MSL. 

That is a lot of variable elevation for airports in just one state! 

Yes, for sure Arizona is blessed with mild weather; most of the time. Pennsylvania; not so much. It 

only took me a few months past getting the Private Pilot Certificate to realize that if I were to get the 

utility from aviation that I wanted, I would need an Instrument Rating, and I started working toward 

that goal.  

After moving to Arizona, I found that aviation weather can be vastly different from one part of the 

state to another. You may have beautiful clear skies in southern Arizona, but with strong winds and 

density altitude. Fly north for a short distance, and you can have snow, freezing rain, and high terrain 

to contend with, but only for a day. In the upper mid-west, IFR weather may stay around for more 

than a day. 

Arizona weather, while good most of the time, can 

be brutal when it is not good. Most of us fly small 

single engine airplanes, and as such we need to be 

aware of that weather. Knowing the performance of 

the airplanes we fly is just as important as knowing 

what weather we will encounter. The summer thun-

derstorms are so localized that you can see them 

and, in many cases, just fly around them. Please, 

never try to fly through a thunderstorm in any air-

craft.

Something that I never heard about in Pennsylvania 

but is common in Arizona, is a Dust Storm. Yes, 

Pennsylvania does have its share of dust, but noth-

ing like the Dust Storms we can have in Southern 

Arizona, and they are difficult to forecast. On your 

typical weather briefing you will get wind direction 

and speed at your departure airport, and your arrival 

airport, and winds aloft on the route, but it is difficult 

to predict that a dust storm can be right in your path 

because of a dry flat open area on your route. An-

other Arizona weather item that I never saw in 

Pennsylvania, is a ñDust Devil.ò They are common in the hot summer in Southern Arizona. They rise 

from the surface and go up, as opposed to a tornado that comes down from a cloud. They don't look 

as menacing as a tornado, but if you do fly through one, you won't forget the experience. While they 

rise about one thousand feet from the surface, even flying over the top of them can be a turbulent 

event. While we are talking about winds in Arizona, remember to practice those crosswind take-offs 

and landings. If you are not proficient in winds and crosswinds, you are not going to fly much in Ari-

zona.  

For any cross-country flight, I start looking at weather well in advance. My instructor told me once, 

ñWeather is what you get, not what is forecast.ò By that he meant that even the best planning for 

weather can have surprises, and he wanted me to be prepared to divert for weather if needed. I 

learned that early on, and I can say that many cross-country flights were diverted because of weath-

er ahead on my route that I would prefer not to deal with. It was the best advice that any instructor 

can give to any student. I also found out that weather study in aviation is a lifelong process; you nev-

er know enough about weather.  

If you want to know more about weather in Arizona, come to a safety seminar sponsored by your 

ARIZONA PILOTS ASSOCIATION, and the FAASTeam. Check the web site for a location near you, 

and don't forget to ñBring your Wingman!ò

The following are the reports of aviation accidents and incidents that occurred in Arizona from late 

August through September. We hope to use the following detailed accident/incident information to 

develop safety programs, briefings, and posters/flyers that would help pilots learn from the mistakes 

being made by others and be able to take the necessary action to prevent them from having similar 

occurrences. 

The number of accidents/Incidents are down, and the really good news is that there still werenôt any 

local fatalities reported. We all need to continue to prevent accidents, and I think that perhaps these 

past high temperatures may have kept a lot of people from flying. 

In continuing with the expanded scope of the report, weôre using information from the Aviation Safety 

Network (ASN), FAA, NTSB, and APA Members. This more inclusive information source suits our 

purpose of trying to get an idea of what is happening out there so we can help make flying safer.

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August-September Pilot Deviations 
by Jim Timm 

 
 
These pilot deviations need to be examined to determine if a common thread exists that we should 

address to help reduce the number of deviations that continue to occur and thus enhance aviation 

safety. 

In the reporting period from August 9 through September 12, 2024, there were eighteen pilot devia-

tions reported by the FAA SDL FSDO. These deviations were committed by pilots with certificates 

ranging from Private Pilot through ATP, and there were nine out of state pilots, two military, and one 

foreign pilot that committed these deviations. Of the eighteen deviations reported, there was a need 

to issue eight Brashers. 

Note: A controller will issue a Brasher notification to a pilot when further FAA action will be taken, 

and the controller is thus giving the airman the opportunity to make note of the occurrence, collect 

information, and their thoughts for their future interaction with FAA Flight Standards. 

Pilots need to listen carefully to ATC instructions and comply with them, and if you canôt comply, tell 

ATC why you canôt. Also, when flying in controlled airspace, pilots should never be creative but talk 

to ATC before they do something that differs from the instructions given. Pilots must always be 

aware of what type of airspace they are flying in, or may be about to enter, and know what may be 

expected of them. Always fly with care and forethought.

8/8 Failure to Fly The Departure As Published

The pilot deviation was reported by the Phoenix 

TRACON when the pilot didnôt fly the IZZZO 

Eight Departure as published. There was no loss 

of separation. 

 

8/8 Clearance Deviation

  Albuquerque Center (ZAB) 

The aircraft read back the initial clearance cor-

rectly. As the controller cleared the aircraft to 

change to the advisory frequency, he advised 

the aircraft to ñCall on this frequency after the 

missed approach.ò The aircraft did not contact 

the controller after the missed approach, nor did 

he fly the missed approach procedure for the ini-

tial ILS approach. The aircraft flew eastbound 

and executed an RNAV approach to the airport 

without being cleared to do so.

  Out of Florida  

  Albuquerque Center (ZAB) 

The pilot advised the Albuquerque Controller 

that he was proceeding direct SKTTR. The air-

craft did not fly the routing as cleared.

8/16 Failure to Fly The Departure As Published 

  Commercial Pilot (Foreign)  

  Out of Israel  

  Phoenix TRACON (P50) 

The pilot didnôt fly the Stanfield Four Departure 

out of Phoenix Sky Harbor as published. 
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8/22 Altitude Deviation  

  Unknown Pilot Certification (Military)  

  Tucson Tracon (U90) 

The deviation was reported when the F16 

climbed above the ATC assigned altitude. 

A Brasher was issued. 

 

8/23 Route Deviation  

  Unknown Pilot Certification  

  Albuquerque Center (ZAB) 

The Albuquerque Controller observed the Piper 

making a turn and advised the aircraft that he 

had been assigned the present heading. The 

Piper had made an unauthorized turn which re-

sulted in the aircraft violating the 3-mile protect-

ed airspace of the GLADDEN MOA, which was 

active. A Brasher was issued. 

 

8/28 Route Deviation  

  Private Pilot  

  Out of California  

  Albuquerque Center (ZAB) 

Upon reaching WLVRN intersection, the aircraft 

turned approximately 40 degrees right of course 

thus heading towards the GLADDEN MOA, 

which was active at FL400, and below. The con-

troller saw the turn, and immediately turned the 

aircraft back to the west. The aircraft was less 

than 2 miles from the boundary of GLADDEN 

before establishing a safe distance clear. The 

pilot received a Brasher notice.

  Albuquerque Center (ZAB) 

An air carrier was at FL250 descending VIA the 

HYDRR1 approach into KPHX. A second air car-

rier at FL250 was also descending VIA the HY-

DRR1 approach into KPHX. The second air car-

rier was 10 miles ahead of a Cessna Citation. 

The Citation stated he could not comply with the 

arrival due to the Wake Turbulence behind the 

B737. The Citation was told to reduce speed to 

250 knots, descend and maintain FL200. The 

Citation instead climbed to FL260, and asked for 

a right turn. The controller assigned a 5 degree 

offset to the right.

The pilot was given and correctly read back a 

clearance to cross the Stanfield VOR at or above 

6,000 ft and perform the VOR RWY 5 approach. 

The aircraft began to descend below 6,000 ft ap-

proximately 7.7 miles southeast of the VOR. The 

controller tried to reach the aircraft on the guard 

frequency. Later the controller gave a low alti-

tude alert to the aircraft in the blind as they were 

already off frequency. At that same time the air-

craft was observed descending from 4,600 to 

4,400 which was below the MIA, then they 

climbed back up to 4,600, although no verbal 

acknowledgement was received. The aircraft 

again was observed descending to 4,400 ft ap-

proximately .83 miles southeast of the VOR, but 

no second alert was given. Later in call the pilot 

stated that they thought once they were cleared 

off the frequency that they were free to descend 

with the stack and didn't realize they needed to 

continue to comply with the altitude restriction 

until reaching the VOR.

  Out Of California 

  Phoenix TRACON (P50) 

The Mitsubishi picked up their IFR clearance be-

fore the Glendale (GEU) tower closed and was 

instructed to contact the Phoenix Biltmore sector 

to get a release. The aircraft was observed de-

parting Glendale southwest bound and climbed 

through the PHX Class B Airspace without es-

tablishing communications and without a clear-

ance. The aircraft attempted to contact Apache 

on 128.65 but the controller did not receive a re-

sponse to their transmissions. Multiple control-

lers tried to contact the aircraft on their frequency 

as well as on Guard. The aircraft checked on 

with an Albuquerque Center Controller request-

ing their IFR Clearance. The Mitsubishi was 

switched back to the Biltmore sector and the 

controller issued the Brasher warning.
