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President’s Report

Greetings,

Thanks to all of you that attended the April Grapevine camping weekend.
Our Grapevine coordinator, Leanne Tawoda, reported that we had great
turnout and weather for the event. Unfortunately, the warm weather is
just around the corner, and this will be our last event for the season.
We'll pick back up in October and look forward to seeing you in the Fall!

As this issue of the newsletter is going to press, we are learning that the
Safford City Council has unanimously voted to eliminate landing fees for
any aircraft weighing less than 4,000-Ibs which would exempt most pis-
ton-engine aircraft. Landing fees for touch-and-go operations for aircraft
over 4,000-Ibs were also removed. This change was effective as of
Thursday, April 29™. As you may recall, the city implemented landing
fees for all transient aircraft using the Vector Airport Systems PlanePass billing systems using ADS-
B data. The city noted that it had “received feedback from the General Aviation pilot community ex-
pressing their concerns over landing fees.” APA and AOPA provided the city with direct feedback on
these fees and indicated that our members would choose to avoid KSAD rather than pay ADS-B
landing fees. The GA community at large provided their individual comments as well via social me-
dia and the “Comments” section of the KSAD airport page on ForeFlight.

While this is a step in the right direction, APA feels that all Part 91 operations (i.e. non-commercial)
for aircraft up to 12,500-Ibs should be exempt from landing fees. This would encompass the FAA
Category F - Small weight class for light single and twin-engine aircraft. As | reported in the March
edition of the newsletter, the Montana legislature is moving forward with legislation (HB 571) to limit
the use of ADS-B data to collect fees from GA aircraft owners and operators for aircraft up to 9,000-
Ibs. Toward that end we are in the process of engaging the Arizona state legislature to enact legisla-
tion similar to Montana Bill but expanded to specifically include FAA Category F aircraft. We're early
in the process and will keep you posted on feedback and progress.

And I’'m sure you're aware that there are a number
of initiatives by national organizations such as AOPA
and EAA to petition the FAA directly to eliminate the
use of ADS-B for purposes unrelated to airspace
management and safety. There are also a number of
grassroots initiatives to petition the FAA directly in-
cluding one started by a group of general aviation
pilots through a Change.org petition. You can find
the petition here www.change.org/p/calling-on-the-
faa-to-halt-the-use-of-adsb-data-for-billing. We rec-
ommend you take a few minutes to log in and sign
the petition to help reinforce the message.

So far, we have been having pretty good flying weather, alt-
hough sometimes it's been a bit windy, but nothing like what pi-
lots have to contend with much of the time in other parts of the
country. So why don’t we just go flying and enjoy what we have!

While we have been complaining about landing fees being ac-
cessed from information that is being taken from our ADS-B da-
ta being transmitted, this appears to be an issue around the
country that pilots are becoming concerned about. We have
noted that there are other pilot groups elsewhere that are pre-
paring petitions for submittal to the FAA stating that ADS-B
date should just be used for the original safety intent and not used for commercial intent or en-
forcement action. While we have been advised that this information is not being used for enforce-
ment action, there is a bit of question in many minds regarding the accuracy of these claims. There
are cases where some states have introduced bills into their legislature defining what the ADS-B
data can be used for, and APA is in the process of trying to get such a bill introduced in our own
legislature. We are also considering engaging in a petition to the FAA also. APA is considering get-
ting the Arizona Airport Association to support our position on this ADS-B issue, but this may be a
problem because many of the airports in our state could be the recipients of the benefit of charging
landing fees. In the process, they may possibly overlook the negative effect of pilots avoiding their
airport because of the fees.

Both the EAA and AOPA are fighting the issue with the FAA and the legislature on a national level,
and the APA is discussing this issue with our Arizona state legislators.

We will continue with our efforts to inform our state legislators of what is happening in our aviation
community and of the positive impact we make on the overall economic picture of the state. We will
continue to fight as hard as we can to make sure the state legislature doesn’t continue to “sweep”
our aviation fund to finance other projects.

APA has many tasks laid out for the coming year, and unfortunately our manpower is limited. If you
think you can assist us, please contact our presi-

MISCELLANEOUS ITEMS

FAA

Because of a very significant reduction in pilot us-

age of the FSS network of remote communications
outlets (RCO), the FAA is seeking input from pilots
about its plans to shutdown its RCO system, which
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allows pilots to communicate with Flight Service
while flying. Apparently, most pilots are using their
smart phones and computers rather than the FSS
RCO system.

The FAA has dropped their plans to deny incom-
~__ plete medical applications and will work with avia-
tion groups to streamline the certification process.
This is a welcomed move from the aviation commu-
nity, and the agency said it would instead review

. feedback from stakeholders aimed at improving the
pilot medical certification process.

It appears that all is still quiet with the FAA regard-
ing regulations or proposals for changes that could impact our flying activity. Be assured, we will al-
ways be on the alert for any significant changes that may occur and inform you.

AIRSPACE

It appears that Casa Grande is still searching for an airport manager since David Reffner resigned.
We were informed he will be relocating to another Arizona airport as manager and will be retaining
his position in the Arizona Airport Association (AzAA).

The significant amount of parachute activity throughout the state will be continuing as it has in the
past. We hope you are being extra vigilant when flying near airports with known parachute activity
and look for the parachute icon on the chart, which would indicate parachute activity. There may be
teams from foreign countries that could be training here, and be advised that some of this training
could be high altitude jumping initiated at Flight Levels between FL130 and FL200, perhaps above
FL200, with parachutists descending through airspace far removed from their final landing site. Re-
member, if you can determine the surface wind direction, the safest place is downwind of the Drop
Zone, and Parachutists land like an airplane, downwind, base, and final. Always check NOTAMS for
parachute activity and use Flight Following for your proposed route of flight, and possibly monitor en-
route facility frequencies for parachute activity.

Marana Regional Airport is still planning to start construction on an air traffic control tower, but be-
cause of economic issues, the start date had been

extended. Because the history the airport has for

very high air traffic density, numerous NMAC'’s, and

a recent mid-air collision, it's hoped that the original l'-
schedule for the control tower can be restored.

SAFETY

This time the number of Accident/Incidents were a
bit high, and the number of FAA reported incidents
was a bit long, however, it was fortunate that there

weren’t any fatalities to be reported. During this past
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period there were 13 Accident/Incidents reported.
While the information is taken from many sources,
much of the information is from FAA notes.

For the details of all the accidents/incidents in this
past reporting period, see my accident report locat-
ed elsewhere in this newsletter.

Members, please continue to send accident infor-
mation to jtimm@azpilots.orq with the date, loca-
tion, aircraft make, if anyone got hurt, and with as
much detail as possible. Thank you.

Fortunately, in this past reporting period we didn’t
have any NMAC's reported. Apparently, all the con-
trollers and pllots were being vigilant and keeping track of other traffic.

There were nineteen pilot deviations reported by the FAA SDL FSDO for the period from March 14
through April 10, 2025. These deviations were committed by pilots with certificates ranging from Pri-
vate Pilot through ATP/CFI, and there were three Brashers issued for IFR deviations.

Note: A controller will issue a Brasher notification to a pilot when further FAA action will be taken,
and the controller is thus giving the airman the opportunity to make note of the occurrence, collect
information, and their thoughts for their future interaction with FAA Flight Standards.

It’s still obvious that pilots are often unaware of what type of airspace they are flying into or may be
about to enter. Pilots must always listen carefully to ATC instructions and follow them, and if they
can’t comply, immediately tell the controller why they can’t comply. When flying in controlled air-
space, pilots must always comply with ATC instructions and always advise ATC before doing any-
thing that may differ from instructions given. When on the ground, pay attention to airport signs, and
runway markings, and know what they mean, and always comply with them.

In summary, the general aviation deviations issued this reporting period are as follows:

7 IFR Deviations 3 Brashers
2 Class Bravo Airspace Deviations No Brashers
6 Class Delta Airspace Deviations  No Brashers

2 Runway Incursions No Brashers
1 ATC Instructions No Brashers
1 Surface Incident No Brashers

CONSTRUCTION

Gateway Airport (IWA) still has ongoing construction projects which may
require the closing, or partial closing, of one of their three runways from
time to time. Phoenix Deer Valley Airport (DVT) has a major hangar
construction project underway on the south side which will require a
change in the normal taxi routing. Be sure to get NOTAMS for both air-

The Airport Master Plan Update process usually re-
quires about a year for completion.

THINGS TO DO - PLACES TO FLY FOR BREAKFAST

The fly-in breakfast at Coolidge Municipal Airport (P08) which was on the first Saturday of the month
has stopped until fall.

On the second Saturday of the month, consider flying down to Ryan Field (RYN) west of Tucson for
breakfast or lunch at Ritchie’s Restaurant. They are open daily from 6 am to 2 pm to serve you.

Grapevine is open full time, but the weekend camping, and cookouts have been discontinued for the
summer. Grapevine, which lies within a National Forest, is heavily used by the Forest Service
for fighting wildfires and the Military for Special Training.

On the last Saturday of the month a fly-in breakfast is available from the Runway 5 Cafe, a new
cafe located in the Air Conditioned Casa Grande Airport terminal building. Runway 5 Cafe is open
for business on Tuesday through Saturday from 7:00 am to 2:00 pm.

When you fly to any of these venues, be sure to look for the Fly Arizona Passport Placard at the res-
taurant and at the airport terminal. If you haven’t already, use the FIyAZ app to scan the placard to
get credit on the passport program for being there.

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Yes, You Can Do It

Can you fly an airplane with no radio, no lights, no ADS-B, into Class B \
airspace? A former student called to ask that question. He was looking
to buy a Champ that never had an electrical system and wanted to know
if he could fly into Chandler from Ryan airport.

The quick and modern day answer is no. While Chandler is not IN Class
B airspace, it is below it and within the 30 nm Mode C/ADS-B out veil,
requiring Mode-C and ADS-B out. | say “quick and modern” because
there are very few airplanes that do not have an electrical system today. Balloons don't, gliders don't,
and the old 1946 J-3 Cubs, and some other aircraft of that vintage, never had electrical systems
when delivered.

As air traffic got more complicated, and aircraft were delivered with more equipment on them, regu-
lations changed. There are FAR's that tell us how to proceed on an IFR flight in case of total electri-
cal failure. | have experienced total electrical failure on cross-country flights three times and landed
without incident. Twice on cross country flights, my transponder quit, and | was still able to land at a
Class B airport in one case, and a Class C airport in the other case. In both cases | was able to get
the transponder serviced before departing those airports.

In a presentation to the Rotary Club in Pittsburgh, | told them that that is possible to take off from an
airport on the West Coast, and fly all the way to the East Coast, without ever talking to anyone and
with no radio. Of course, they were shocked to hear that. Then | explained that you could do that on-
ly on day, VFR flights, and cannot pass through Class B, C, or D airspace, or any restricted areas,
and you would have to know where all of those airspaces are, and how to avoid them. But, yes, you
can do it.

Twenty-eight years ago, | flew my instructor, Woody,
and another pilot from Pittsburgh to Bridgeport, CT,
in his C172. They were taking a plane from Bridge-
port to Europe on a ferry flight. From Pittsburgh
(AGC) to Bridgeport, CT, we never talked to ATC
until landing at Bridgeport. On the way back | did
have flight following since it would be night by the
time | arrived in Pittsburgh.

In 1966, two teenaged brothers, 15 and 17, bought
a 1946 Piper Cub, and rebuilt it in their dad's barn in
New Jersey. Their dad had also taught them to fly.
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After the rebuild, they flew the Cub from New Jersey
to California, with no lights, no radio, making news
as the youngest pilots to make a full cross-country
flight in a single engine airplane.

In about 1982, after a trip to Oshkosh, | was at the
Monroeville, PA, airport doing some work for the fly-
@ ing club. Two Ultralight airplanes landed there. Ul-

“ tralights were fairly rare at that time. | went out to
greet them. It was a man and his girlfriend, each fly-
ing identical Ultralights. They had only handheld ra-
dios. | asked where they came in from. They said
from Ohio, and that this was a stop on their way to New Jersey. | commented that it was a long way
to fly in an Ultralight. Not to them! They had left from California and were flying across the US to
prove that you could do it in an Ultralight. | don't remember their exact route from California, but
there were many stops along the way since the range of the Ultralight was less than 200 nm, and
they could only fly in calm VFR weather. But they made it!

Now, part of Pilot Training is ATC communications with VOR and other modern navigation. Also, Pi-
lotage and Dead Reckoning is part of the training. Since the 40's, 50’s, and 60's, lots of things have
changed about aviation, and many new portable electronic devices have become available. | don't
even use paper charts anymore. They are still available, but the iPad with ForeFlight is so much
more convenient. Yes, you can still fly without all of that, but do you really want to?

There are 1946 Piper and Cessna planes still flying. Ultralights came along near the end of the
1970's and have improved. Air Traffic Control has evolved to the safest system in the world, and
modern airplanes are equipped with more electronics than the most modern WWII aircraft of the
time. As Air Traffic Control modernized over time, they made provisions for those airplanes that had
no electrical systems. You could fly into busy airports without radios, but you had to call the facility
from a phone while on the ground and give them an arrival time for your plane. Even that exemption
is now going away. The new ATC is there to keep us safe. | think that | will use everything | can get,
even if | am on a VFR flight many miles from any Class B or C airspace. Trying to fly into Class B or
C airspace with no transponder or no radio just does not seem like the right thing to do, but maybe
that's just me!

Need to know more about airspace and rules? Come to a seminar sponsored by your ARIZONA PI-
LOTS ASSOCIATION and the FAASTeam. Check the website for a location near you. These are
free, and count for the WINGS Program, and don't

Accident & Incident Summary

The following are the reports of aviation accidents and incidents that have occurred in Arizona from
March through April. We hope to use the following detailed accident/incident information to develop
safety programs, briefings, and posters/flyers that would help pilots learn from the mistakes being

made by others and be able to take the necessary action to prevent them from having similar occur-

rences.

The Accident/Incident report is about the same length as last time, and the number of FAA reported

incidents again comprises about half of the report.

In continuing with the expanded scope of the report, we’re using information from the Aviation Safety
Network (ASN), FAA, NTSB, and APA Members. This more inclusive information source should suit
our purpose of trying to get an idea of what is happening out there so we can help make flying safer.

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March-April Pilot Deviations

by Jim Timm

These pilot deviations need to be examined to determine if a common thread exists that we should
address to help reduce the number of deviations that continue to occur and thus enhance aviation
safety.

In the reporting period from March 14, 2025, through April 10, 2025, there were 19 pilot deviations
reported by the FAA SDL FSDO. These deviations were committed by pilots with certificates ranging
from Private Pilot through ATP/CFI Pilot. There were eight out of state pilots that committed these
deviations, and one foreign pilot. Of the nineteen deviations reported, there were only three Brash-
ers issued for IFR deviations.

Note: A controller will issue a Brasher notification to a pilot when further FAA action will be taken,
and the controller is thus giving the airman the opportunity to make note of the occurrence, collect
information, and their thoughts for their future interaction with FAA Flight Standards.

The number of deviations was down slightly from last month and weren’t as serious as past reports
because there was a need to issue only three Brashers for IFR deviations. Obviously, pilots still
don’t get the message to be more careful in their flying. Some of these deviations could be attributed
to the “snow birds” that have returned because of the relatively large number of out of state air-
planes that were involved. No doubt many of these pilots may not be accustomed to flying in some
of the complex/crowded airspace that we have here in Arizona.

| would certainly like to think that the information that we have presented has been valuable to a ma-
jority of pilots out there and may make them safer pilots.

Moving on, pilots must listen carefully to ATC instructions and comply with them, and if they can’t
comply, tell ATC why they can’t. Also, when flying in controlled airspace, pilots should never do
something on their own, but always talk to ATC before they do anything that may differ from the in-
structions given. Pilots must always be aware of what type of airspace they are flying in, or may be
about to enter, and know what may be expected of them. Always fly with care and forethought, don’t
be part of the problem.
