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Presidentôs Report  

Greetings, 

Itôs been a busy year so far and despite the summer heat, July was no 

exception. I managed to make the annual aviation pilgrimage to Oshkosh 

last month and, as always, it was worth the trip. Overall, it was a great 

show, and I was fortunate to connect with a lot of our fellow APA mem-

bers during the week. Special thanks to the Recreational Aviation Foun-

dation (The RAF) for their hospitality at their annual Tuesday morning 

gathering. It was great to see some old friends and meet some new ones 

as well. As you know the RAF is an important partner in helping APA 

maintain backcountry strips across Arizona. If you are a backcountry en-

thusiast and not already a RAF contributor, take a few minutes to go to 

their website to learn how you can help out - https://theraf.org. 

If you have been following the aviation news over the past few weeks, 

you are aware that the FAA formally announced the release of the Modernization of Special Air-

worthiness Certificates (MOSAIC) rulemaking. As you may recall, the MOSAIC rulemaking makes 

significant changes to Sport Pilot privileges and certification of Light Sport Aircraft (LSA). The rule 

package is lengthy (717 pages) and is available on the FAA website 

https://www.faa.gov/newsroom/MOSAIC_Final_Rule_Issuance.pdf. 

Jim Timm will cover MOSAIC in a little more detail in his Executive Directors Report, but hereôs a 

quick preview of some of the changes to Sport Pilot privileges: 

Ð Driverôs license medical is maintained. 

Ð The 1,320lb LSA gross weight limitation has been eliminated. 

Ð Sport Pilots will be eligible to fly existing aircraft with a maximum clean stall speed of 59 knots 

(Vs1). This means that aircraft like the Cessna 172 (53 knot Vs1) and Piper PA-28-140 (53 knot 

Ð  Vs1), among others, can be flown by Sport Pilots. 

Ð Controllable pitch and retractable landing gear allowed ï with training and endorsements. 

Ð Single passenger limitation (as with current rule) 

Ð Night operations require a Third Class medical or BasicMed 

Ð No IFR operations 

These changes will be effective 90 days after the rule 

was published in the Federal Register. The rule was 

published on 24 July 2025 so it will come into effect on 

22 October 2025. 

The new LSA certification standards are scheduled to 

become effective 365 days after the release of the rule 

in July 2026. The ASTM F37 Light Sport Aircraft com-

mittee is currently working to finalize the new LSA 

standards. These will include provisions for aircraft oth-

er than fixed wing including helicopters, turbine and

I also wanted to revisit an issue that we covered this 

time last year regarding noise complaints at Cotton-

wood (P52). One of our members reached out recently 

to let us know that the city has brought on a new airport 

manager, Rod Propst, and revitalized the Airport Noise 

Working Group. It seems that the flight training activity 

at P52, primarily related to Embry-Riddle touch & go operations, is still generating a steady volume 

of noise complaints from Cottonwood and nearby Clarkdale residents. As a result, the city is evaluat-

ing options for mitigating the noise issue including implementing transient landing fees, which of 

course we would like to avoid. Cottonwood is favorite weekend destination for many of us, and the 

APA sponsors both Day Trips and Weekend Getaways to Cottonwood, so I would ask that you do 

your part and follow the noise abatement procedures in the Cottonwood Municipal Airport Pilot 

Guide when you visit P52 - https://cottonwoodaz.gov/369/Airport.  

In closing this month, just a quick reminder that the next cycle of the APA Scholarship program is 

open with applications due 31 October 2025.

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Executive Directorôs Report

The Saturday morning breakfast fights had to be put on hold for 

a time while many of us went to the EAA AirVenture in Oshkosh. 

Iôm sure everyone had a great time. While it was a bit warm, and 

wet, Iôm certain everyone survived. Speaking of hot, this coming 

Saturday it is predicted to be record breaking heat again, so an-

other breakfast flight may have to be deferred. 

This report is going to be a bit brief this month because of the 

fly-in at Oshkosh. If you havenôt gone to the event yet, you 

need to go, at least once, to say you have been there. Itôs real-

ly an event not to miss. If something is going to be introduced to the public, this is where it will be 

introduced! Itôs really a lot of fun. 

 

MOSIAC  

The big announcement this year was made by U. S. Secretary of Transportation Sean Duffy, that 

after much discussion, and analysis they were releasing the MOSIAC rule. After 90 days from 7/23 

we will have Sport Pilot rule 2.0, and within a year from 7/23 we will have a Light Sport Aircraft 

(LSA) Rule 2.0. Within ninety days, about three-quarters of the aviation fleet will be accessible to 

the sport pilot , or those exercising the sport pilot privileges. One year from now, new and modern 

aircraft will begin to be available that will enter the fleet that comply with the new ASTM standards 

for LSA aircraft, and with minimal certification costs. In the past the maximum gross weight of 

1,320 pounds and two seats was a limiting factor for light sport aircraft. With MOSAIC the weight 

and seating limitations are gone. In its place we now have aircraft that have a ñcleanò stall speed 

(Vs1) of 59 knots calibrated airspeed, an aircraft with up to four 

seats, BUT sport pilots can only carry one passenger. The air-

craft can now have a constant speed prop and retractable land-

ing gear. The pilot will need to have the appropriate training and 

endorsements for these enhancements.  

Hopefully, in one year we can have Light Sport aircraft that will 

have these enhancements with a minimum of FAA oversight, but 

under a consensus of standards certified by the ASTM, which 

may result in a lower aircraft cost. 

 

ADS-B  

Prohibition of the use of ADS-B information for commercial pur-

poses is an issue that we in the APA have been planning on get-

ting introduced during the next legislative session starting the 
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first of next year. While this issue is being introduced 

into our national legislature, I think we should continue 

with our efforts on a local level. Legislation is being in-

troduced in Congress, the Pilot and Aircraft Privacy Act, 

which seeks to address the growing concerns about the 

misuse of ADS-B, which has been increasingly used to 

collect fees from pilots. The bills will seek to prohibit the 

use of ADS-B data to assist in the collection of fees 

from pilots or aircraft owners and clarify that ADS-B da-

ta may only be used for its intended purpose of air traf-

fic safety. 

APA has many tasks laid out for the coming year, and 

our manpower is limited. If you think you can assist us, please contact our president, Chris Nugent. 

 

MISCELLANEOUS ITEMS 

FAA 

Fortunately, all is still quiet on the FAA front regarding regulations or proposals for changes that 

could impact our flying activity. Be assured, we will always be on the alert for any significant chang-

es that may occur and immediately inform you. 

It appears that Bryan Bedford, the nominee for FAA Administrator has been confirmed by the Senate 

and is now the Administrator of the FAA. There is a long list of challenges as we seek to maintain 

Americaôs aviation infrastructure and air traffic system as the finest in the world and preserve the 

freedom of flight for individuals who want to be involved in any facet of aviation. 

 

AIRSPACE 

Studies are presently underway to have an ADS-B signal on parachutists. A small transmitter is 

presently available and is being extensively used in the UK. The present challenge is to get FAA ap-

proval for it to be used here in the U.S. 

A significant amount of parachute activity is continuing throughout the 

state as it has in the past or may have even increased a bit. We hope 

you are being extra vigilant when flying near airports with known para-

chute activity, and look for the parachute icon on the chart, which would 

indicate parachute activity. There may be teams from foreign countries 

that could be training here. Be advised that some of this training could 

be high altitude jumping initiated at Flight Levels from FL130 and FL200, 

and above, with parachutists descending through airspace far removed 

from their final landing site. Remember, if you can determine the surface 

wind direction, the safest place is downwind of the Drop Zone. Always 

check NOTAMS for parachute activity and use Flight Following for your 

proposed route of flight, and possibly monitor en-route facility frequen-

cies for parachute activity.

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SAFETY 

The improper use of drones is becoming a very serious prob-

lem. It has been noted that NORAD has seen a serious in-

crease in drones violating Presidential TFRs. Any TFR viola-

tion is a serious issue. Many of these drone operators are not 

people who are properly informed of aviation constraints. A 

recent example was a drone striking a Texas flood rescue 

helicopter taking it out of service. We often see cases of 

drones flying in areas where unapproved flight is prohibited, or pilots reporting a close encounter 

with a drone in an airport traffic pattern. If you know a drone operator, please advise/educate them 

of aviation constraints. How to reach these operators is a real problem we all face.  

The number of Accident/Incidents are about the same as last time, and it was fortunate that we did-

nôt have any fatalities reported. During this past period there were 13 Accident/Incidents reported, 

and the information was taken from many sources. For the details of all the accidents/incidents in 

this past reporting period, see my accident report located elsewhere in this newsletter. 

Members, please continue to send accident information to jtimm@azpilots.org with the date, loca-

tion, aircraft make, if anyone was injured, and with as much detail as possible. Thank you. 

During this past reporting period we had a Near Midair Collision (NMAC) reported. This report will be 

appended to the Accident/Incident report. 

There were eighteen pilot deviations reported by the FAA SDL FSDO for the period from June 13 

through July 10, 2025. These deviations were committed by pilots with certificates ranging from Pri-

vate Pilot through Commercial Pilot, and there were no Brashers issued. 

Note: A controller will issue a Brasher notification to a pilot when further FAA action will be taken, 

and the controller is thus giving the airman the opportunity to make note of the occurrence, collect 

information, and their thoughts for their future interaction with FAA Flight Standards. 

Pilots seem to be unaware of what type of airspace they are flying into or may be about to enter. 

You must always listen carefully to ATC instructions, and follow them, and if you canôt comply, im-

mediately tell the controller why you canôt comply. When flying in controlled airspace, pilots must al-

ways comply with ATC instructions, and always advise ATC before doing anything that may differ 

from instructions given. When on the ground, pay attention to airport signs, and runway markings, 

and know what they mean, and always comply with them.  

 

In summary, the general aviation deviations issued this 

reporting period are as follows:

CONSTRUCTION 

Phoenix Deer Valley Airport (DVT) has a major hangar 

construction project underway on the south side of the 

airport which requires a change in the normal taxi rout-

ing. Be sure to get airport NOTAMS, and study them 

before your arrival. Other airports around the state 

have construction projects underway or will have pro-

jects starting soon. We donôt have specific details on all 

these projects, but we would urge you to always check 

for NOTAMS at your destination airport, so you donôt 

have a surprise upon your arrival. 

APA has worked with airports around the state assisting with the updating of their Airport Master 

Plan by providing the pilot, and aircraft ownerôs perspective in the process. The Airport Master Plan 

Update process usually requires about a year for completion. 

 

THINGS TO DO - PLACES TO FLY FOR BREAKFAST 

The fly-in breakfast at Coolidge Municipal Airport (P08) which was on the first Saturday of the month 

has stopped until fall.  

On the second Saturday of the month, consider flying down to Ryan Field (RYN) west of Tucson for 

breakfast or lunch at Ritchieôs Restaurant. They are open daily from 6 am to 2 pm to serve you. 

Grapevine is open full time and the weekend camping and cookouts start back up on the October 17

-19 weekend. See Leanneôs article in this newsletter issue for more info! 

There is a fly-in breakfast on the last Saturday of the month at the Casa Grande Municipal Airport 

(CGZ). The Runway 5 Cafe has closed, but the Casa Grande Masonic Lodge is serving a breakfast 

in the air-conditioned terminal from 7 to 11 am. 

When you fly to any of these venues, be sure to look for the Fly Arizona Passport Placard at the res-

taurant and also at the airport terminal. If you havenôt, scan the 

placard with the FlyAZ app on your smart phone to get credit in 

the passport program for being there.

Greetings fellow APA membersé. this month Iôm very excited to 

share our plans for the upcoming combined Daytrip & Weekend Getaway flying event.  As men-

tioned in a prior newsletter, Rod Kunkel (Weekend Getaway coordinator) and I thought a joint event 

would be great fun, bringing an even larger group of APA members together for a unique experi-

ence. 

Monument Valley offers not only a truly singular destination (not found anywhere else in the US), but 

also a destination best accessed by airplane with its on-site runway.  Most people travel to Monu-

ment Valley via car with a 6-7 hour drive time from the Phoenix metro area.  However, those able to 

fly can reach Monument Valley in 1.5 ï 2 hours depending on the airplane you fly. 

In this article, I will focus on details for Daytrip participants.  APAôs June newsletter included an arti-

cle by Rod which focused on Weekend Getaway participant details.  If youôre interested in staying for 

the weekend, please read Juneôs newsletter article.

Day Trip Itinerary (all times are MST, NOT Phoenix time): 

10:00am - Arrive at UT25. 

10:30am - Gather for private ground tour of Monument Valley 

11:00am ï APA tour departs Gouldingôs Lodge for Monument Valley 

2-2:30pm ï Tour returns to Gouldingôs Lodge 

3:00pm ï Day trip participants free to depart at their leisure

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As shown above, Daytrip participants should plan to arrive at UT25 by 10:00am.  This will allow time 

to park & secure your aircraft.  And remember, UT25 is located is on Mountain time (one hour ahead 

of Arizona during October).  

Pilots should also bring tow bars if you have one to allow hand-parking aircraft in the event that the 

asphalt parking is full and you need to park in the gravel areas.  Also, there are cables to attach 

tiedown ropes in the gravel area, but no attach points in the asphalt area so plan accordingly.  There 

will be plenty of APA members on-site to help with parking. 

Note also that there are no services at UT25 so all pilots will need to plan accordingly.

Asphalt aircraft parking area ï and an amazing view of the MV rock formations 
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Daytrip and Weekend participants will plan to gather around 10:30am.  Weôve arranged for a private 

shuttle tour of Monument Valley which will last between 3-3.5 hours and will include a box lunch.  

The shuttles will leave Gouldingôs at 11:00am.  Cost is $100 per person.   

        

A Few Important Points for all participants ï please read carefully: 

Gouldingôs required all aircraft/pilots to sign a liability waiver (Click here for waiver) prior to landing at 

UT25.  Rod and I will provide the waiver document and collect all signed copies before the October 

3/4 event.  Rod will coordinate directly with Gouldingôs so nothing more will be required from you. 

Gouldingôs also requires proof of aircraft insurance before landing at UT25.  Rod and I will collect the 

proof of insurance from each pilot and handle all permissions so APA members will not have to con-

tact Gouldingôs for permission. 

All are encouraged to review the Gouldingôs website as it has important information on the airstrip.  

Youôll may see that Gouldingôs requires prior permission before any aircraft lands at UT25.  Rod will 

handle this requirement on behalf of the APA group so thereôs nothing you need to do.  Iôve also in-

cluded links to Gouldingôs airport rules and flight operating procedures.  Please review all carefully 

ahead of the October event in case you have any questions.

As a follow up to last monthôs article regarding LightHawk Conservation Flying, Will Worthington 

put together some information with examples of the projects LightHawk volunteers have support-

ed here in Arizona. 

 

Border Wall Construction 

Plans are quickly moving forward to build 27 miles 

of new border wall in the San Rafael Valley in 

Southern Arizona.  The San Rafael Valley is an es-

sential corridor where wildlife species frequently 

move between the U.S. and Mexico. In the heart of 

this peaceful valley, Arizonaôs most spectacular re-

maining grassland spreads out between the Pata-

gonia and Huachuca mountains.  Last month the 

US government waived environmental laws to rush 

through the project and awarded a contract to re-

sume construction, however the U.S. Customs and 

Border Protection is holding a public comment period ð a last chance to weigh in on plans for a wall 

with 30-foot-high steel bollards.  Environmental interest organizations are advocating the inclusion of 

innovative methods in the wall, so the wildlife corridors are preserved.  LightHawk volunteer pilots 

Chuck Schroll and Will Worthington (both APA members) have flown several flights along the pro-

posed construction route to allow stakeholders to get a birdôs eye view of the proposed route.  

 

Gila River Valley Waffle Gardens 

Most Arizonans are unaware of a unique prehistoric 

site called the ñWaffle Gardensò in the Gila River 

Valley.  The Archeology Southwest magazine editor 

requested a LightHawk flight in southern AZ too 

document and photograph this ~1000-year-old gar-

den site in Safford area - visible almost exclusively 

from an aerial perspective. Photographs will be 

used in a future issue of Archaeology Southwest 

Magazine and will be provided to Safford BLM for 

conservation, documentation, and monitoring pur-

poses.

The FAA definition of Loss of Control - Inflight (LOC-I) is the ñunintended departure from controlled 

flightò.  LOC-I accidents are by far the most common category of accident as shown in the chart be-

low from the US NTSB.  LOC-I accidents account for almost half of all fatal General Aviation (GA) 

accidents. It has often been said that pilots must learn from the mistakes other pilots make because 

no pilot will live long enough to make all of the possible mistakes themselves.  Accident prevention is 

why we study accidents.   

This article will use a small sampling of LOC-I accident case studies to examine some of the causes 

of these accidents.  Most LOC-I accidents are considered ñpilot errorò.  It is generally believed that 

many of these LOC-I accidents could have been prevented had the pilot clearly understood the risk 

of LOC-I and taken timely action to prevent Loss of Control.  Pilots should study these types of acci-

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dents to ensure they understand what causes LOC-I accidents and the associated risk. They should 

also practice with a flight instructor to develop the skill and then maintain that skill with regular prac-

tice to become proficient and to avoid LOC-I accidents.   

The chart below shows LOC-I accidents categorized by phase of flight.  This data is further divided 

by data from the 2000s and data from the 2010s.  It is clear that Takeoff/Climb/Go-Around is the 

most common phase of flight where fatal LOC-I accidents happen.  Itôs a good reason to think about 

every take-off, consider options in the event of an emergency shortly after take-off and practice the 

ñimpossible turnò with a CFI at altitude to be prepared.   

While LOC-I accidents are most commonly caused by a stall or stall/spin, there are several other 

causes, including but not limited to: spatial disorientation (think continuing VFR into IMC), wake tur-

bulence, and airframe structural limitations being exceeded by, for example, flying into a thunder-

storm with associated extreme turbulence.  

The following are case studies of accidents illustrating some of the common causes of LOC-I acci-

dents.  Included are links or references to additional information concerning these accidents.  These 

case studies are taken from the AOPAôs Air Safety Institute database.

Loss of Control: Phase of flight: Takeoff/Climb/Go-Around 

Beechcraft G36 

3 July 2021, Aspen, CO 

On a hot summer afternoon, the Bonanza pilot requested a VFR departure and performed two climb-

ing circles over the airport before continuing the climb in a valley to the northwest. Without sufficient 

climb performance to clear the rising terrain, the pilot continued a sluggish climb before starting a 

turn toward lower terrain, but it was too late. The pilot lost control and the aircraft impacted terrain,
